" cers on the active list of the Imperial army, lent for the
purpose, and in addition there'is a wmplere staff of pro-
fessors for the civil subjects, which form such a vast pro-
portion of the College course.

Whilst the College is organized on a strictly militery
basis, the cadets receive in addition to their mdltary
studies a thoroughly practical, scientific and sound train-
ing in all subjects that are essential to a high and gea-
eral education.

The course in mathematics is ve|) complete, and a
thorough grounding is%given in the subjocts ot Civll
Engineering, Civiland Hydrographic Surveying, Physics,
Cheniistry, French and Eughsh.

The object of the College course is thus to give the
cadets a training which shall thoroughly ¢quip them for

“either a military or civil career,
