“Cartier’s reports of having
found vast, unspoiled lands of
great scenic beauty, abounding
in natural resources, led to the
arrival of the first European set-
tlers, marking the beginning of
Canada’s history as a nation,”
said Mr. Quellet.

Jacques Cartier left the harbour
of St. Malo, France, on April 20,
1534, with two ships and 61

men. He headed for the New World and 20 days later sailed through the Strait of Belle
Isle to the Gulf of St. Lawrence. He then followed the coasts of Newfoundland, Prince
Edward Island and New Brunswick, reaching Gaspé July 14, where he erected :'a cross
