*A reduction of United States imports by US$O.6 billion for 

timing.

Though sîgnificant, tIiis adjustment was f ar smaller in absolute terms

than in 1983.(US$l.3 billion), wflen a change in the criterion for

determining the month of importation took place in the United 
States.
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
