Since September 1991, the Canadian governMent has 
comMitted more than $7 million in technical' assistance 
to Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania: This suin:representS 
more than 55 prçejects, Mainly in priority Sectors such as ' 
agriculture, education, health and public administration'. 
There is an emphasis '`on' buSiness and management 
training in all ,the ',projects.. The largest technical_
