in your second year. There are also opportunities at some
universities to obtain awards for graduate study, including
teaching fellowships and assistantships. Information about these
can be obtained from the university registrar.

Brief information about the major programmes which assist
students from other countries to come to Canadian universities
for study, in most cases at the graduate level, is given below,
