2. Booking agents, &c., la Great Brîtain
receive a bonus on tickets sold to farmers,
farm labourers, domestlc servants, nnd per-
sons intending to follow those occupations
in Canada, coming here for the first time.
The bonus la 7 shillings on those over 12
years of age and 3s. 6d. on those between
one and 12 years of age.

The Salvation Army receive a bonus on
the classes mentloned above of 12s. on adults
and 6s. on those between one and 12 yenrs
of age. They also, receive a grant of £20 per
month to augment their Immigration fund
in Great Britain, a grant of $2,000 for
1905-6 as contribution towarde the expense
entalled ln conducting lectures on Canada
ln Great Britain, a grant of $1,000 for the
fiscal year 1905-6 and a further grant of
$1,000 for the calendar year 1906 to assist
in their work of placing Immigrants after
arrivai ln Canada.

The British Women's Emigration Society.
The Women's Domestlc and Business

Guild of Canada, reoeive a bonus of $8 on
each domestic servant brought to Canada.

A bonus of $2 per capita le pald varlous
philanthropic societies sendlng to Canada
children who have flot been lnmates of
reformatories, Induetrial ehools, work-
houses, penitentiaries, prisons or other pub-
lic Institutions of a similar character.

A payment of £1 per ticket and 10s. per
haif ticket is made to so. companies Dring-
lng immigrants from Iceland tu Canada, the
cost of the ticket to the Immigrant being
reduced by that amount.

In the United States sub-agents receive a
bonus of $3 for adult maies, $2 for aduit
femaies and $1 for chiidren under 18 years
of age sent Dy them to Canada to engage la
agricuitural work.

A bonus le paid to the North Atlantic
Trading Company of £1 on evqry man,
wornan and chiid of the agridultural class
