AGRICULTURE—BIOLOGICAL EFFECTS ON
CHICKENS OF MICROWAVE TOWER
RADIATION

Mr. Ed Schreyer (Selkirk): The adjourn-
ment motion gives me a good opportunity to
bring to the attention of the house and of the
appropriate minister a subject matter which
is quite serious in its implications. I know
that publicity has recently gone out to the
effect that I intend to raise the subject of
microwave radiation energy and its possible
biological effect on chickens. In fact, what is
involved goes far beyond that. What is
involved is an incomplete understanding on
our part and on the part of our scientific
