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were fold, they would not bring money
enough to take in all the bills which have
been emitted.

I hope it is not too late to contrive fome
remedy for this evil, as thofe at the head of
affairs here are undoubtedly very follicitous

about fo material a grievance, I fhould ima-

gine that one current coin for the whole cpn-

tincnt might be ftruck here, or th^re, with

fuch an alloy as might at once leave it of fomc
real value, and yet fo debafed as to prevent

its currency elfewhere, and fo to keep it

within themfelves. Xhis expedient has been

pradifed, and with fuccefs, in feveral parts of
Europe i but particularly in Holland, a coun-

try which undoubtedly is perfectly acquainted

with its commercial intereft,
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
