troduced constititionally after a cen-
sus. One was to take a single town-
" ship from ofie’ riding to another 10
make a Liberal seat safe. It ‘was. in-
troduced by a private member. . The
senate had acted properly in throwing.
out these .bills. A -proper redistribu-
tion bill, “introduced constitutionally

after a census, was entitled to differ- |

ent treatment. ;
Sir Mackenzie held that the reasons
given by thé government for .not in-
troducing the naval bill this -session
were satisfactory. :
Senator PDomyille urged that the
maritime provinces .ports Ve given
justice by the government and. be
treated as generously as were western
cities. He predicted that.the people
would demand satisfaction at the next
election of the protectionists, who were
now clasping Canada like an octopus.
The debate will continue Monday.

MURDERS ° NUMEROUS

Forty-Four Recorded During
Year—Force Has Been

. Augmented.

OTTAWA, Jan. 23, — (Special) —|
Crimes of violence are on the increase
in the Northwest, says the annual re-
port of the Royal Northwestern
Mounted Police, which was issued to-
day. Of 44 charges of murder, 12 were
the direct result of excessive drinking
and drunkeén brawls, five for purposes
of gdain, three by insane persons, three
infanticide, and the remainder were
caused by jealousy, lust and revenge.

There were entered by the police
during the last fiscal year 15,449 cases.
This is 1550 more than the year be-
fore, and there: were 12,985 convictions.
There were. 21356 cases of vagrancy;
avhich illustfates the floating nature
of the population. Many were tramps,
beating their way along the railroads,
others were ‘raflroad- navvies, “while
others still have come in ‘with the
yearly migration of harvesters. . .

On Sept. 30 last .the strength of, the
police force was 556 officers, 708 non-
commissioned officers -and constables,
and 572 horses. This i8 an increase of
one officer and 108 nonscommissioned
officers and constables. There are 26
new detachments; ‘three of ‘which are
