Boosting Canadian

At a meeting of the O.R.F.U. it was
decided that in order to develop the in-
terest in Canadian Rugby

that an interscholastic eection of the
junior O.R.F.U, should be formed, con-
sisting of the \ﬂgh schools and colleges
in Ontario. This section is to be on a
separate basis from the others and group-
ed so that expenses shall be minimum,
and the winners of the different groups
will play off at the end of the season.
