The imperial government
learned with satisfaction from the
note how earnestly the government of
the United States is'concerned in see-
ing the principles of humanity realized
in the present war. Also this appeal
finds ready echo in Germany, and _thc-
imperial government is quite willing
to permit its stat. .ents and decisicns
in the present case to be governed
by the principles of humanity just as
it has done always.
Freedom of Sea.
“The imperial government welcomed
with gratitude when the American
Government in the note of May 15 it-
self recalled that Germany had always
permitted itself to be governed by the
principles of progress and humanity
in dealing with the law of maritime
war. ‘Since the time when Frederick
the @Great negotiated with John
Adams, Benjamin Franklin and
Thomas Jefferson the treaty of
friendship and commerce of Septem-
ber 9, 1785, between Prussia and the
republic of the west, German and
American statesmen have, in faot, al-
ways stood together in the struggle
for the freedom of the seas and for
the protection of peaceable trade. In
the international proceedings which
since have been conducted for the re-
gulation of the laws of maritime war
Germany and America have jointly
advocated progressive principles, es-
pecially the abolishment of the right
of capture at sea and the protection
of the interests of neutrals.
Germany Always Humane,
“Even at the beginning of
present war the German Government
immediately declared its willingness

in respcnse to proposals of the
American Government to ratify the
Declaration of London and thezreby

Notification Sought.

“In order to exclude any unforeseen
dangers to American passenger steamers,
made possible in view of the conduct of
maritime war by Germany’s adversaries,
German submarines will be instructed to
permit the free and safe passage of such
passenger steamers when made recog-
nizable by special markings, and notified
a reasonable timve in advance. The im-
perial | government,  however, confidently
hopes that the American Government wiil
assume to guarantee that these vessels
have no contraband on board, -details of
arrangement for the unhampered passage
of these vessels to be agreed upon by the
naval authorities of both sides.
“In order to furnish adequate facilities
for travel across the Atlantic for Ameri-
can citizens, the German Government
submits for consideration a proposal to
increase the number of available steam-
ers by installing in passenger service a
reasonable number of neutral steamers
under the American flag, the exact num-
ber to be agreed upon under the same
condition as the above-mentioned Ameri-
can steamers.

Cannot Protect Enemy’s Ships.
““The imperial government believes it
‘can assume that in this manner ade-
quate facilities for travel across the At-
lantic Ocean can be afforded American
citizens. There would, therefore, appear
to be mo compelling necessity for Ameri-
can citizens to travel to Europe in time
of war on ships carrying an enemy flag,
In particular, the imperial government is
unable to admit that American citizens
can protect an enemy ship thru the mere
fact of their presence on board.

suggest proposals to ‘the Government of
Great Britain, with particular reference
to the alteration of maritime war. The
