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int'erTiew, in Wiudaor Park, between Sir AndrewWyBe and George
the Third. He informs me, that it is considered as the trtnscript
of a real oooorrence, and that I am supposed to hare had, myself,
a meeting with his nugesty limihu- to the scene described; other-
wise, it is thought, his familiar manner could not hare been so
represented.

' old king, has contributed to tb a force of the picture. Some
eight-and.tt.«uty years ago, my frieods, Pia-k and Spence, were in
London, and I went with them to see Windsor Castle. Wyatt's
great staircase was then nearly finished, but the interior seafFoMing
was not all remored. In looking at the construction, I got up the
main flight of steps, and was gasing about, when the king was
announced. Before I could could get down, his majesty, with the
architect, came in, and I was obliged, in o« sequence, to remain
for some time standing where I was.
" The king obserred us, particularly myself, who was m con-

spicuous, and Ungered with Mr Wyati, unUl he had satiiAed his
curiosity by looking at us; speaUng aU the time, <his tongue
nerer lay,' and looking about as he was speaking. It was erident
that he spoke more at random than swiously addressed the arohi-
teot, being occupied in noticing us. Something in his manner
drew my attention, and from that interriew, which htsted proba-
bly sereral minutes, I caught a durable remembrance of his peca-
liaritie*,—I see him stilL

" The other occasion was still more charaeteristio of the good in-
tentioned renerable man. It was en the morning of that day, on
which he dissolved the parliament of the Hfhig administntion.
formed after the death of Mr Pitt. I happened to be with a
friend, at morning pvjw, in the oriel ehapel of the Castle.
The king was there, and the lato prinoew Amelia, wUh a few at-
tendaata, besides the gentlemen of the du^elry; in all, abovt
twenty persons. It was a sight worthy of raoMBbnuaoe. Tha
old ma ranained sealed, with an homble worshiping d«Beaaour,
whUe the prayer for the king was said, birt he stood np^ and re-
peated abnd. with pathos, the petition for the peopte.
" With tills reaUy toncUng solemnity, all gaavity, howsrer, fled

from me. It is well known that his nu^estywM very near.<ighted.
