Ratepayers' Association Also Had 
Their Say--Here and There 

In the County. IN GUELPHNORTH TORONTO, Mar. 10.—(Special.) 
—Saturday night's session of the town 
council, called to find some solution of the 
street rai.way difficulties, did not evolve 
anything veiy str.k.ng, only one company, 
that represented by Macdonell, McMaster 
A Oeary, being, present. The p.ans sub­
mitted were largely of an informal char­
acter. and these will be reduced to writ­
ing, and later council may have some 
data to come and go on. While willing 
to bear auggeatlons and dlecuie plane tor 
radial lines, council do not seem favor­
able to private companies,nor yet disposed 
to tackle the larger question of a munl- 

. dual system.
Engineer James has a plan to increase 

the town’s water supply, and thinks that 
right within the municipal limite he may 
locate plenty to help out the situation 
for at least the next two or three years.

Toronto Ratepayers’ Association was not 

) big,- but it was lively and had a good deal 
of snap to it. President Banton was, in 
ijie chair, and after they had touched on 

. the body blows the town bad received at 
f the hands of the private bills, committee, 

they started to to analyze the causes, and 
that of the freight question was laid In a 
measure at the door of the town solicitor.

"It was never Intended that we should 
remove the lighter class of freight from 
Yonge street," said Mr. Banton, “and in 
framing up the clause relating to the 
freight business the way they did the so­
licitor and council brought the whole 
weight of the fanning community against 
us."

There was no disposition to go to 
the city for relief, and confidence was 
expressed In the ability of the council and 
engineer to provide an adequate supply 
of water within the ten-mile area, If not 
right within the town limits.
