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VARLEY DISCUSSES
NICKEL QUESTION
He Chh:fs Govérnment Was
Slow in Dealing
With R

ALIEN .PROBLEM
Several Retumec{ Soldiers
Speak in Support of

“If it 18 ever provén that a single
Canadian- soldier 'was shot down by a

bullet tipped with nickel which reached
Germany thru the lack of precaution of
the governments of this country, it will

be the greatest disgrace that could -
‘sibly sully the history ofthis countprgi,“’
sald Willlam Varley, soldfer-labor can-
didate in the coming by-election in
Northeast ‘Toronto, in the course of an
address last night,

The meeting was held in the Winches-
was much better attended
than any of the earlier gatherings dur-
ing the present campaign, '

Dealing with thé nickel question, Mr,
Varley said that, while it might be
treading on dangerdus ground to state
that nickel from the Ontario mines had
reached Germany with the knowledge of
the governments :g; this country, it was

not dangerous gri d to tread on when
it was said that neither the federal nor
the provincial government had taken any
steps to prevent nickel reaching Ger-
many thru neutrals,

In the United States, President Wil-
son, as soon as that counfry had enter-
ed the war, had taken good care that
none of the nickel in the United States
could be used to shoot down any of the
American soldiers, A firm dealing very
largely ‘in metals, with a capital of $70,-
000,000, had been at once confiscated by
the President of the United States, so
that it could not send any nickel to any
neutral, who in turn might sell it to
Germany to make bullets to .H;}Y any
spldiers of the United States, that
had been a good policy for the United
States—and no one denied it-—why would
it not haye been just as good a policy
for the governments of this country?
‘Why should the government of this coun-
try not have taken over the Interna-
tional Nickel Co, at the outbreak of the
war, and thus prevent the possibility of’
one of the greatest disgraces in hi
the shootmg down of a single Canadian
soldier by a bullet tipped with nickel
produced in one of the Ontario mines?

The Allen Question,

Dealing with the alien question, Mr,
Varley referred to what he claimed was
a misstatement made by one of the
local papers which had stated he was
opposed to the conscription and intern-
ment of aliens. What he had said, ex-
plained thé speaker, was that the con-
scription and internment of aliens would
only serve as -a palllative and would
not be a true remedy. TUnless a solu-
tion was found to the alien problem,
the local labor markets would be flood-
ed during the period of transition be-
tween the end of the wa, and the final
and conclusive establishment of peace,

He claimed Premier Hearst waa re-
sponsible for the election as he had
made the clection necessary by ap-
pointing a friend of the government to
a position carrying with it a salary of
$5000 a year., It was the premier who
had chosen the time for the election,

Returned men were being looked upon
by the government as surplus labor
which it was trying to place on land
which had been refused by rallway com-
panieg and large interests, ‘

He d7d not need to criticize the edu-
cational system as Dr, Cody was doing
tbat/ at every one of his own meetings.

Shortage of Food.

Nothing bhad ever been done by the
governments to make use of unproduc-
tive labor, altho it must have been
with so many . men
being taken from production, there must
be a shortage of food for a long time.
The shortage of food served the inter-
ests of certain friends of ‘governments
and was therefore not looked upon as
any great harm.

Post-war legislation must be care-
fully studied, particularly as women were
in industry to stay with it., Mr, Var-
ley advocated the establishment of labor
exchanges which would see that return-
ed men were completely discharged
from the army, only when decent posi-
tions had been found for them.

To a member of the audience he said
he was endorsed by all the labor or-
ganizations in the city and at least
tacitly by the G.W.V.A,

The chair was occupied by Pte., Mec-~
Guigan of British Columbia, and among
the speakers of the evening were Pte.
T. A, Barnard of New Westminster;
Pte. McLeod of Toronto, and Lieut. Jack
Munro, all returned men, who all stated
they did not appear officially for the
G.W.V.A,, .and strongly appealed for the
support of returned soldiers for the sol-
d‘ler labor candidate in the coming elec-
tion.

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Letter Sent . to Secretaries
Thruout Canada, Answers
Criticism,

Robert ‘H. Cox, secretary of branch
No. 1 of the Federated Letter Car-
riers’ Apssociation, Toronto, has sent
out the following circular letter to all
the secretaries of local branches in
the Dominion:

Toronto, July 381, 1918.

Dear. Sir and Bro.:

We are in x;ecelpt of telegrams from
a few cities in the west, criticizing
our action in returning to work, de-
manding we again lay off, and stats
ing we started the trouble,

Now let me state our sidé of the
case. Previous to our meeting of the
13th instant, we are informed, Winni-
peg and Ottawa had passed resolu-
tions, calling on the government to
remedy grievances. On the 18th in-
stant we callel a mass meeting ai
drafted resolutions, a copy of whic
was sent to each branch. We did not
ask any branch to endorse or co-op-
erate. f ‘

The replies from. the government at
Ottawa, not being satisfactory,. and
the press reporting one hon. mémber
as saying it was a joke, on the morn-
ing of the 22nd we did not report for
duty. Then the mayor and business
interests at once got busy with the
government, who decided they would
receive a delegation. We sent as our
delegation, Max, Wellman, vice-presi-
dent of this branch; Dr. Sheard,
M.P,; and T. A. Stevenson, secretary
of the Toronto District Trades aha
Labor Couneil, accompanied by Con-
troller Robbins, for the city council,
and Mr, Alderson, treasurer of the
board of trade. In Ottawa they were
joined by the secretary and treasurer
of the Retail Merchants’ Association
of Canada, and\our respected feder-
ation secretary, “Alex. McMordie, so
most representative one, and we gave.
them our complete confidence.

They met the cabinet and put in
our claim for a straight salary, with
a minimum of $1000 and a maximum
of $1400, if not a board of concilia-
tion, or a commission. The best they
could get was a special committee of
the cabinet, with a promise to take up
our case at once and hear our repre-
sentatives, and give us a satisfactory
settlement,

Our delegates accepted and unani-
mously advised us to go at once to
work, reserving the right to walk out
if the finding of the special commis-
sion of the cabinet was not satistac-
tory.

We ‘demonstrated that the press,
pulpit, business, and the people, are
with us,— Business was at a standstill
and in deference to it, and the public
whom we serve, with full confidence
in the advise of our delegates, Wwe
went back to work, being assured if
we had to-again walk out, we will be
stronger than before.

We‘ are being congratulated on all
sides on our conduct thruout the
trouble, and we have the respect of
our officials to a man.

With the hope that all matters will
have a satisfactory settlement In the
interest of us all,
