British Columbia is not the only

Speaking editorially, The Week compares
the gold ores of British Columbla with
those found in Northern Ontario and Hast-
ings County, and its comparison is favor-
abie to the latter. It says that both are
sulphide ores, having suiphur and iron 'in
chemical u’lulou ; but they differ in the ac-
companying metals which enter the com-
pound, the one carrying nickel or copper,
or both these metals, and the other gold
only. Both ores, too, require very much
the same kind of treatment. The compon-
ent parts can only be separated by chemi-
cal treatment, and for thls purpose fire is
one of the most effective agencles, the ores
being smelted in a furnace.  But this 18
only the beginning of the business, and it
is only by many refinings that the more
precious metals of nickel and copper or
gold are finally won, This means, of course,
the employment ef large und costly plants,
as well as the service of skill of high or-
der, and it goes without saylng that there
are but few mines amywhere which can
suppert.a plant of their own. Ordinarily
a million dollars is a small sum for equip-
ping such a plant, ifitis designed to carry
on all the operations and processes of min-
ing, smelting aid refining, and the ore must
be rich to stand all the charges and leave
a margin for protits when the product is
brougkt down to bullion. There 1s little
doubt, however, that in some, if not in all,
the mines of British Coiumbia, there are
guch ores, and where ample capital is
found there is no doubt but some, if not
wmany, of them will become dividend-paying
mines. But with most of the Ontaric gold
ores,as any skilled metallurgist would read-
ily see, the .process Js very much simpler
and cheaper, as well as more expeditious.
They are known as 1!x-ee-mllllugl ores, be-
cause a very large proportion, If not the
whole of the gold which they carry, 1s not
chemically united with other mimeral sub-
stances. Often 80 to 90 per cent. of it is
free, and may be won by the slmple pro-
cess of stamping and amalgamation, and a
mill having a capacity to treat 20 to
tons per day may be erected almost any-
where in Ontario within reasonable dis-
tance of rallway or water communication,
at a cost not exceeding $10,000. If the
ores are pyritic, as usually they are, more
or less, the sulphides are saved by concen-
trating machinéry and stored up for the
necessary chemical treatment with a small
plant set up for the purpose or sold for
what they may be worth. A mbdest capi-
tal of $50,000 to $100,000 in the hands o
prudent and skilful manager will usually
suffice in Ontario to &lnce a gold mine on
a working basis, with all the outit aund
equipment for mining and milling the ore,
and bulldings for machinery and for hous-
! ing the men. K The Sultana Mine, in Lake
of the Woods, is an illustration of what
may be done in this way, and with its mill
of only 10 stamps it is producing every
week of six working days bullion to the
wint value of $2500 to $ %

Mining in a Chilly Clime.

At the Walker House, The World had a
talk on Saturday with Dr. Cook of Ottawa, |
who h-hhut returned from the Peace Kiver
Districttin Northern Britlsh Columbia. The
doctor says he found this a rich region.
for placer and hydraulic mining, but few
have entered it yet. At Mauson Creek, on
the Peace River, the Korty-I'hird Mining
Company is established. This -company, |
which is composed of *‘Capitalites ’ (some
of them capitalists), is named after Otta-
wa’s crack regiment, the commanding ofri-
cer of which, Col.”Wright, is the president
of the syndicate. The company . has 30
men at work and two miles of “‘ditches”
already constructed. Tne only ‘other occu~
pants of the district are about 15 adventur-
ous prospectors, traveling singly or in
pairs. Mauson Creek 1s about 570 aniles
north of the C.P.R. tracks. To reach ‘it
one goes up the Cariboo-road to Quesnelle,
and crosse the Krazer. The chief draw-
back of this section is that it can only
be worked about three months in the year.

Asbestos Discovercd.
Vancouver, B.C., Oct. 3.—The recent-

There
have been years when the steady go-
ing Nova Scotia Stamp Mills have
‘Surpassed it in output. The gold re-
gion west of Lake Superior is about
200 miles from east to west, and about
100 miles from north to south. 1In
general the region consists of larger
or smaller areas of so-called Lauren-
tian granitqgid gneiss, or of eruptive
granite, both of which have pushed
themselves through the green (Kee-
watin) schists, generally considered
Huronian in age. / The contact be-
tween the two sets of rocks is always
an eruptive one, and the most promis-
ing gold deposits have thus far been
found within two or three miles of
the contact.

The veins'in the granite or grani-
toid, gheiss, are generally true fiss-
ures and more liable to be continuous.
‘When one considers the great,advan-
tages of thig region it is strange that
it has been so slow in developing.’
Probably, however, this is due to the
failure of several early ventures, often
badly managed, with insufficient capi-
tal, and beginning at the wrong end
by erecting mills for treating ore
which has not been proved to exist
in .bodies large enough to Jjustify
working. Now that several mines
have passed the critical and experi-
mental stage, and proved by their
yield that they have a right to exist,
we may expect to see gold mining
prosper in Western Ontario. Plenty
of- pure water, a healthy ‘tlimate, a
region within easy reach of railroads
and steamboats, with cheap food sup-
plies and plenty of labor at reason-
able rates right at hand, all com-
bine to make this attractive as a gold
mining region. Besides this there is
the fact that the ores are extremely
easy of treatment, being largely free
milling, so that a simple stamp mill,
with chlorination plant to treat the
concentrates, is all that is necessary,
instead of the half-million outlay for
required in many
other countries, particularly British
Columbia.

There i8 no reason why thesé gold
deposits like those of certain mines
in Nova Scotia (particularly Tread-
well), in Alaska, and other mines in
American territory, should not be
mined and crushed at a cost of less
than $2 per ton when worked on a
fairly large scale, and it is probable
| that a fifty-stamp mill could readily
be supplied with ore from such mines
as occur at severdl pointsin the pro-
vince.
