ONTARIO'S MINES MARVELS,

Bo Says an Eminent English Mining
Authority .
London Mining Journal.

Although rapid strides have been
made in the direction of gold mining
in Ontario of late, much remains to be
dgoge before it can be said that the
prbovince possesses an established min-
ing industry. Mining efigineers and
others in a position to judge think the

rate of progress wretchedly/ slow, and
they have certainly good grounds for

their belief, and, to one who appre-
Cciaes the great lLwportance of our
western Ontario goid fields in tneir
bearing on thne poss.ble large increase
of .traue to the ciues of tue'province,
it is a macter of swprise that the peo-
ple of taino dv nu. show more n-
terest in the development of the min-
erar resources of theswr country. Min-
ing experws, from au parts, wne have
visitea the goid districts, consider them
y @ marvel, and not to be equalled in

<.any part of the world. Most of the

properties are easily reached by water-
‘ways, the ores are comparatively
easily worked, the capital required to
work them is small, lavor is cheap,
there is an abundance of water, tunver
is abundant for every purpose of the
miner, and, lasiuy, there is ‘‘gold ga-
lore.” Truly under such favoravle con-
ditions progress should be greater.

Une ofteu heass tne remacg m
that Canadians require to be educated
on mining matters; this is, no doubt,
true, and to that end 1 would suggest
10 couwpany promoters that a better
prospecius be given to the public when
floating a new company. Canadians
are essentiailly a business péopwe, and
maturally wish to have full particulars
of the property they are asked to In-
vest money in, As it is at present the
informauon contained in the prospec-
tus is meagre in the extreme; nothing
is said about the price to be paid for
the property, how aund from whoin ac-
quired, what contiacis have been en-
tered into, or what remuneration the
directors are to receive for their ser-
vices (some companies have as many
as 12 directors, who, of course, donot
give their services for nothing). The re-
port of the mining engineer on the
property should be given fully (and
not a condensed report, as is usually
8lven), together with maps and p.ans,
and, with regard to assays, I think it
would be more satisfactory in every
way to have a few tons of the ore put
through a stamp-mill, because an as-
say is more frequently than not made
from, a picked sample and cannot be
regarded as a‘criterion of the worth of
@& mine, If the foregoing suggestions
are carried out, Investors will appre-
ciate them, and if the property is to be
conducted legitimately and in a busi-
nesslike manner, there is no reason
why any information necessary for
one’s guidance should be withheld. As
it is, some of the prospectuses which
1 have seen 'simply read like a fairy

le, and one would be foolish indeed
.Eo invest money on the strength of the
information” contained in them.

So rapidly do the discoveries of won-
derful mineral wealith in Ontario follow
one another, that one's time is fully
coccupied in handling samples, inter-
viewing prospectors, and listening to
the latest “find” in.some new district.
What a difference now to & year ago,
when nine out of ten people had never
propab.y seen a specimen of ore, and if
spoken to on the subject would show
little or no interest, and no doubt m-
wardly think you were not quite right
In the head, but now that Canadians
know that they possess probably the
richest gold flelds in the world they
take quite an interest in looking at
any piece of rock which is said to
contain the magic metal. This is a
step in the right direction.

Mr. Robert B. Skinner, formerly
of Toronto, writes from Vancouver, B.
C., to a friend here: About two weeks
ago 1 formed a small synd.cate in Van-
couver to purchase and operate three
claims-owned by Thomas Brett, a pros-
pector, who came from the vicinity of
Alliston, Ont., about seven years ago,
and Hugh Keefer and I were authoriz-
ed to come here and inspect the claims
and, if found to be as represented, to
close the deal.

The existence of ‘dlamonds in the
glacial ice sheet of Wisconsin furnish-

es: an- Mteresting speculative g
This glacial ice shee. was broug's)llltb Jdeuc;_
ing the glacial period from 80Iewnere
in the nortli; and wherever it came from
it is reasomnable to expect that there
are deposits of diamondiferous rocks.
They may: be considered analogous tl;
ore which the prospector finds, It is cer-
tain that it came from an ore ve.n or
deposit. Where this deposit of diamondi-
ferous rock lies can only be a matter
of speculation. Prof, Hobbs, in an ar-
ticle read before the Wisconsin Aca-
demy of Sciences, points out two re-
glons in which the geological conditions
are such that they may contain the de-
posits, They are in'the Menominee dis-
trict, in northwestern Wisconsin, and
Pigeon River on Lake Superior.
In both of these places basic intrusive
rocks have cut through carbonaceous
shales, as in the dlamond regions ok
South Africa. In Michigan, too, a dia-
mond weighing 10 7-8 carats has been
found in the glacial drift. In Wiscon-
sin there have been several found, One
in Waukeshaw County weighed 15 12-32
carats, and one in Washington County
weighed 24 1-4 carats. These are the
largest yet found. North of Lake Su-

perior, reaching to Hudson’s ay, there
