President Campbell took the chalr. There
was great difficnity In getting down to
business. Mr. C. H, Warren declared that
the meeting was illegal, but after a Hitle
crogs-firing between him and Mr, Miller,
the president ealled upon the latter to read
‘the constitution.

According to the eonstitution a member
must have a three-fifths vote before being
admitted. The membership fee is $10, but
if more’ than one member of a firm joins
the fee for each is $7.50.

Ottawa, March 22.—(Speclal.)—There was
quite a large audlence behind the bar of
the Senate this afternoon to listen to the
Yukon  Rallway debate.

Mr. Mills moved the second reading. He
said in framing the bill the Government
bad properly gauged public sentiment on
the subject of securing railway communi-
cation with the Yukon country when they
decided to pay for the railway by a land
grant instead of by a cash subsidy. There
was a strong feeling throughout the coun-
try against any more of the public funds
being expended to aid railway constructlon.
The lands of the Yukon distritt were a part
of the public domain, and as such must be
regarded as a part of the public revenues.
The disposition of these revenues was a
matier which peculiarly belonged to the
Lower House. The Senate had no right to
initiate legislation dealing with the publie
revenues, nor had it the right to amend
such legislation. The Senate could approve
of or reject, the present bill, ‘but it could
pot make amendments 1o it.

It was he'd that it
wag a necessity that Canada should have a
highway Into that country through her own
territory. I&she did not have . that she
wonld . depend upon the good will
ofshe people of the United States whether
the Canadian trade passing into the Yukon
dountry would be submitted to duty or not.
The Government in selecting the Stikine
route decided to construct that portion
from Glenora to Lake Teslin first and uti-
lize the Stikine River for the first year or
go, until the raillway could be completed to
Observatory Inlet, in the évent of it being
found impossible to utilize the Stikine
River for all the purposes of an all-Cana-
dian route. 'He admitted that the route
over the Dalton trail from Pyramid Harbor
to Rink Rapids had the advantage of being
the shortest and most natural route into
the country, but maintained that any rall-
way built over that route would necessarily
be nnder the control of “the United States.
Over a route of that kinl i would be im-
possible for Canada to send into the Yukon
country the armed force necessary to pre-
serve law and order, and Canadian trade
would be at the mercy of the Americans in
the matter of cus~inas .egulatioas

Hon. David Mills said he had already ex-
plained that the railway would bé extended
down to Observatory Inlet in the event of
there being any d'lfﬁculty on that subject.

The mining population in the Yukon
country next year, if ordinary anticipations
were realized, would be 100,000, mostly
a‘uens.

The construction of
a rallway from the Lynn Canal practically
meant the annexation of the Yukon to the
United States.

The maintenance of law and order re-
quired the construction of a rallway fm-
mediately.

RUSSIA HANGS ON.

‘LA Hung Chang and Chang Y Huan Sald
