Ottawa, April 11.—(Special.)—This has
been ‘“Macdonald” day in the House, as the
debate on the address in reply to the
Speech from the Throne was resumed this
afternoon by A. C, Macdonald (P.E. L),
who spoke for almost two hours from an
Opposition standpoint, and was continued
by Dr. Macdonald of Huron, who spoke for
an hour before recess and nearly two hours
after in support of the Government.
