Lord Salisbury has disappointed every
prophet of evil by returning to London
in improved health and spirits. The Radi-
cal marplots now insist that he is dissat-
isfled with the action of his own col-
jeagues, and that he is bent upon making
his authority felt. They do not explain
why he s discontented. The Mmistry Is
stronger than it was. The reduction of the
majority to 12|last night was an accident,
due to bad whipping. BSir Michael Hicks-
Beach Is holding his ground well in finan-
cial questions, and the country Is not in
revolt agalnst the budget.

The contest In the Saffron Walden divi-
glon may turn on the sugar tax, but the
Conservatives ought to- do even Dbetter

“than in the Monmouth boroughs on
::?ecoll tax. The Education bill will
pe pressed to a second reading after Whit-
suntide, and, sandwiched between the re-
maining stages of financial legislation, it
will probably be passed before grouse
time. It Is a good skeleton measure,
which can be filled out by future Minis-
ters, and will enable the Government to
claim credit for doing somecthing in addi-
tion to financing the war. The scheme of
military reorganization is weak and in-

adequate, but Lord Salisbur has no
other ground for complaint. He will speak
Monday night at the Nonconformist dinner
with the Duke of Devonshire.

The Liberals may have promoted the
Prime Minister's convalescence by their
ineptitude. They were in good fighting
form at the opening of the .session, but
could not resis tthe allurement of faction
warfare. As soon as Sir Henry Fowler is
put up to move a vote of censure many
Radicals declare that they will walk out
of the House in order to pumish lLim for
condemning the waste of time involved in
the abuse of privileges of ihe llouse. No
more insidious form of obstraction has
ever been devised than the .practice of
asking 400 questions weekly, and thereby
exhausting time required for the real busi-
ness of the session. It is the favorite re-
creation of the Opposition side, wund Bir
Henry Fowler is denounced for spoiling
the sport.

Liberal reunion had never rcemed more
hopeless. The only strong bond which
keeps the factions together is atred of
Mr. Chamberlain. When he rema n the
background these factions divide and scat-
ter like Boet‘uerlllas; when he comes. to
the front, as he has done in a powerful
speech at Birmingham, he conceatrates
their fire, and the Opposition is united.
The session of the Natioaal Liberal Jed-
eration at Bradford next we=k, at which
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman -ill be
a conspicuous figure, may reinvigorate the
demoralized party.

INCONVENIENCE TO THE PEOPLE.

A Three Hours’ Conference on Sat-
urday Resulted in Nothing—Out-
look Not Good.

Albany, N.Y., May 12.—The strike on the
United \ Traction Company'q{ lines, which
affects five cities and two villages in this
Zu:medlate vicinity, promises to be Inde-
nitely prolonged, because of the decisiol
of the company’'s directorate not to dis-
¢harge the ten non-union men, and because

of the determination of the strikers uot
to return fo work less the road is un-
ionized and the demland acceded to. The
company's notice to the men to return to
work on Monday at 9 a.m. has resulted in
a canvass of union men, and President
Sheehan of the strikers’ organization sald
to-night that not one of the union men
will return te work:

The fifth day of the great street surtace
railway strike closed in a drenching
downpour, compelling the people of the
five cities affected to suffer much incon-
venience.

The directors of the Tracflon Company
and representatives of the strikers from
each city. held a three hours’ conierence
last night without reaching an agreemont.
The meeting was held subsequent to the
publication by the company of 1n Statement
in which it declured that ‘‘the arbitration
of the question of whether we shall dis-
¢harge ten offending and faithful men be-
cause they refuse to join an association of
our employes is as impossible as would be
the arbitration of the ten commanuments.
We might as justly discharge them for
not belonging to a particular church or
political party.”

The company likewise notified the men
that if they did not return to work by
9 a.m. Monday they would be discharged
and the superintendents of the roads to
commence operations on that morning.

CANADIANS OF NOTE TO BE THERE.

And Teams From Ireland, Switzer-
land and Other Countries Will
Also Struggle for Supremacy.

New York, May 12.—Prepuaflons for the
international rifle shooting tournament, to
be held at Sea Girt, N.J., Aug. 30 to' Sept.
7 next, are well under way, and informa-
tion has reached the officers of the Na-
tional Rifle Association that the candi-
dates for the Irish team have already be-
gun training.

A distinguished party will accompany
the representatives of the Emerald Isle,
with whom will be the Marquis of Duf-
ferin and Sir Henry Thomas Thyme.

Sir Thomas Lipton, who 'will have pre-

ceded the team to this country, will meet
the party in New York, and accompany
it to Sea Girt. In a recent interview he
said: ‘“We hope to take back with us not
only the America’s Cup but the best prizes
offered by American rifiemen.’”’

The Irish party will be entertained by
cottagers at and in the vicinity of Sea
Girt, among whom is (Mr. Martin Ma-
loney of Philadelphia, a ftiend of Sir
Thomas Lipton.

The Canadians will bring with them sev-
¢ral men of note In the Dominion. Little
is known of the Swiss team that is com-
ing, except that they won the world's
championship at Paris last summer, and
will bear watching by our rifiemen.

GANADA 15 BEIG ROBBED

St- Pierre Smugglers Are Defrauding
the Revenue to the Tune of
$250,000 Yearly

MR. J. R. McGOWAN TELLS ABOUT IT

Driven Away From Newfoundland,
the Smugglers Now Operate at
Canadian Ports.

Montreal, May 12.—(Special.)—"Canada 1is
now losing upwards of a quarter of a mii-
lion dollars of her revenue every year on
account of the smuggling that is being
carried on so persistently out of St. Plerre
and I am in a position to prove it.”

This statement was made to-day by J.

‘R. McGowan, Inspector-General of the
Newfoundland Constabulary Fores, with
headquarters at- St. John's. He adds that
the vigorous efforts of the Newfoundland
authorities have diverted the smuggling
operations to the Canadinn coast, and he
declares that the St. Pierre smugglers
have agents in Quebec and the Lower Pro-
vinces. If, he states, the Canadlan cruls-
ers would locate ~at. Biptisie Brm=. apd
watch the entrance of St. ‘Plerre, instead

of trying to capture the smugglers on the |

Big Lumber Mill and Western Union
Telegraph Company Property
Swept Away Quickly.

LOSS AMOUNTS TO OVER $800,000.

Large Lumber Yard at Ecorse Al-
so Burned, Involving a Loss of
_About $75,000.

Detroit, Mich., May 12.—Fanned by a
35-mile-an-hout wind, fire this afternoon
swept the west hank of the Rouge River
in Delray, a suburb to the south of Detroit,
for three-quarters-of a mile, and destroyed
over $800,000 worth of property. Follow-
ing are the losses:

Salliottee & Ferguson, lumber mill, $50,-
0‘00, covered by insurance; Brownlee &
Co., mill, salt block and part of their
stock of lumber, $45,000, insurance §$15,000;
Western Union telegraph office, loss on
cedar poles stnye_d in a yard, which was
swept by the flames, about $600,000, in-
surance unknown; Carkin, Stickney &
Crall, loss on dredge, which was tied up
at Salliottee & Ferguson’s dock, $70,000,
insurance unknown; Maltby Lumber Com-
pany, cedar poles, $50,000, insurance $25,-
000.

The fire originated on the roof of the
Salliottee & Ferguson lumber mill. The
fire ppread into the large yard which the
Western Union Telegraph Company used
as a storage point for cedar telegraph
poles. The yard is the distributing point
for 10 states, and over 100,000 poles were
stored there. The fire swept thru the great
yard, which comprises about eight acres,
in less than two hours, but the poles blaz-
ed until far into the night.

Blaze at Ecorse,

The lumber yard of G.. A. Rauppe &
Co. in Ecorse, about a mile from Delray,
was set on fire by sparks from a passing
engine, and 500,000 feet of lumber was
destroyed. The loss is about $75,000, cov-
ered by insuvance.

CHURCH ON FIRE IN BERLIN.

£t. Peter’s Lutheran Edifice Was

Struck at the Top of the Steeple

Berlin, Ont., WMay 2.—St. Peter's
Lutheran Church here is burning. The
fire started at 1.30 p.m. to-day by lightning
striking the very ‘top of the steeple. It
could not be reached by water, and now,
at 10.30, fire has almost consumed the

whole steeple, and has reached the bells.
Firemen are playing on the surrounding
buildings, and the Waterloo brigade is ar-
riving to help. At present it looks as if
the whole building, which is a fine large
one, will go.

COMMONWEALTH OF AUSTRALIA
LINKED WITH KING’S CIVIL LIST

Tho No Mention Was Made at Westminster of What Was Happen-
ing at Melbourne, Yet It Was in Everybody’s Thoughts
—A Review of the Week.

New York, May 12.—Thé Herald's Lon-
don eorrespondent writes:iBy a fortunate,
and perhaps not altogether undesigned, co-
incidence, the King’s Civil List came be-
tore the House of Commons for adoption
while the first Parliament of Federated
Australia was being opened by his son
and heir.

No reference was made at Westminster
to what was happening at Melbourne, but
the ceremony was in eyerybody’s thoughts.

The imagination of the British people
was kindled jpy the idea of a great, free,
solf~governlqéh community of their own
flesh and bloed, the subjects of the same
Sovereign, flying the same flag at the op-
posite side of the globe.

Australian federation does not divide and
separate parties, Liberals, Conservatives,
Unionists, Home Rulers ‘‘jingoes;’”’ *‘Little
Englanders’’—all are agreed in their cor~
dial welcome of the great contstitutional
development which can do nothing but
good. Free Traders, tho they may wish
the Federal Parliament were more likely
to follow the economic example of the
Mother Country, rejoice that at least be-
tween the Federal States of Australia all
fiscal barriers have been removed,while the
whole nation regrets that Queen Victoria
did not live to see the consummation of the
enterprise in which she took so warm an
interest. So it is not forgotten that Her
Majesty had arranged before her last ill-
ness for the presence of the Duke and
Dnchess of Cornwall at the opening of
the Commonwealth Parliament.

Happily Chosen Name.
The word commonwealth is happily chos-

en. " It reminds us of the days when the
greatest Prince who ever ruled England
vindicated the rights of the people against
the usurpation of the Stuarts, and express-
es also with felicitous emphasis the en-
tire freedom and practical independence
of Australia and her component states.

The loyalty of the King's Australian sub-
jects is not only sincere, it is warm and
eunthusiastic. It has been shown by the
hearty reception of Their Royal High-
nesses. It has beem shown still more re-
markably by the regiments sent to the
South African war, but woe betide the
British Minister who attempts to Inter-
fere with Australian autonomy.

The amendment suggested by Mr. Cham-
berlain to the Commonwealth bill was com-
paratively small, but it yery nearly wreek-
ed the whole scheme and would have
wrecked it if it had not been withdrawn.

The Governor-General will, of course, be

guided by the advice of his Cabinet, as
the King is guided at home, and will have
po opportunity of striking out on a line of
his own.

Fortunately, Lord Hopetoun has learned
his business as a Colonlal Governor, hav-
ing distingu'shed himself in New South
Wales by his tact, sense and discretion.

It is a strange combination of old with
nrew that, in the ecity called after the Pre-
mier who was In office when the late
Queen came to the throne, the Heir-Ap-
parent to a monarchy which dates from
King Alfred, wearing the badge of an or-
der founded by Edward III, should read
the first King’s speech in the Parliament
of Australia. ,

Little FFight Over the Civil List.

The divisions on the civil list in the Com-
mons gave the Government overwhelming
majorities. Only the Irish Nationalists
and a handful of Radicals, led by Mr. La-
bouchere, voted against them.

Much of Mr.Labouchere’'s speech was sen-
sible enough. Bvery Parliament should
contain at least one Joseph Hume, but
there was really very little fight about
the civil list. King Bdward’s civil list ec-
ceeds that of the late Queen by a sum
rather difficalt to calculate precisely, but
falling short of a hundred thousand pounds
a year,

Mr. Labouchere's amendment, if carried,
would have cut it down by far less than
that sum., Hardly any one suggests that
in the last reign it was too large. Almost
every one admits that the King and Queen
should hayve more than a Queen alone,
while the popularity of Queen Alexandra
is such that the Government might have ~
carried for her establishment double the
amount for which, in fact, it has aeked.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer is,apart
from the South African war, a vigiiant
guardian of the public purse. All the Lib-
erals who sat upon the Select Committee,
except Mr. Labouchere, agreed to his pro-
posals.

To call those English members who vot-
ed for the reduction disloyal is absurd.
Prince Albert's allowance on his marriage
was reduced by the Tordes in 1840 veting
with the Redicals against the Whigs. But
the monarchy, thanks to the late Queen,
l% much meore popular now than It was
then.

Attitude of Irish Nationalists.

The Irish Nationalists, tho they have all
taken the oath of allegiance, do not pro-
fess to be as loyal as Englishmen.

They will be loyal, as Mr. John Red-
mond put it, when they get their liberties,
not before.

Unionists must make up their andl for
the continuance of tﬂls attitude as long
as their policy prevalls.

They hold that the price is worth paying.
That it is a heavy price they would not;
1 suppose, themselves deny. Had home rule
been denied to the British colonies in the
past, there would be no British Empire in
existence now. They are far away; Ire-
land is close at hand, but that scarcely
exhausts the question.

A High Court, An Inter-State Commerce Commission, Laws to

Restrict Asiatic and South Sea Island Immigration, Arbi-’
tration of Labor Disputes and “ Adult” Suffrage.

Melbourne, May 12.—FEarl Hopetoun, the
Governor of the Australian Commonwealth,
made a speech before the Federal Parlia-
ment yesterday, in which he referred to
Thursday’s ceremony as the culmination of
the efforts toward the attainment of na-
t'onal representation and the essential pro-
gress of Australia.

The Governor then proceeded to outline
the measures which would be introduced

in the Parliament. He 'said they would
include the constitution of a high court
with extensive appellate and federal juris-
diction, and bills to create an interstate

commission for the purpose of regulating

affairs between the states of the federa-
tion ¢ restricting Aslatic immigration and the
importation of labor from the South Sea
Islands; providing for arbitration in indus-
trial disputes, and for adult suffrage. The
Governor also stated that steps had al-
ready been taken for the purpose of select-
ing a federal capital.
Cable to the King.

The Duke of Cornwall and York, who
opened the Federal Parljament of the Au-
stralian commonwealth, sent the. following
cable to the King:

“] have just delivered your message and
read your kind telegram of good wishes,
which were deeply appreciated by your lov-
ing Australlan subjects, and were received
with great enthusiasm.”
