ries considerable v ight.
We must remember that the Canadian 

Red Cross not only supplies the Can­
adian Red Cross hospitals, but is con­
stantly sending to the Canadian 
wounded in other hospitals, and to the 
Canadian prisoners of war in Germany, 
who most certainly need socks and other 
warm"dothlng, and who can best be 
supplied with these necessities through 
the channels of the Red Cross.

The Red Cross bulletins issued each 
month give much valuable information 
to those who will read them, and from 
these it can easily be seen where and 
how the goods are distributed and how 
absurd is tiie idea that supplies of any 
kind are allowed to-rot in England. In 

• the April number we read this state­
ment i , ,

“Any supplies- unsulted or not needed 
for the Red Cross work are turned over 
to the Canadian War Contingent As­
sociation in London.............This asso­
ciation is despatching weekly consign­
ments of comforts to men in the 
trenches, and the officers commanding 
the Canadian troops at the front have 
also been Invited to requisition ‘com­
forts’ as required ”

The provincial branch or any local 
branch is only too glad to supply any 
interested party with these bulletins, 
and much unnecessary discouragement 
to the workers, who deserve every ap­
preciation, might be avoided, if people 
would only find out how correct are 
these detrimental statements before 
they give them to the public to read.
