Secretary’s Report.
16. It Is now our duty to see that a 

thorough organization bf the whole prov­
ince is made so that in every polling 
place we have satisfactory arrangements 
made to bring out the full temperance 
vote. Considerable progress has been 
made in this direction as will be seen 
from the following Bgort of the secre­
tary. The report is- in part as follows : 
“To the Members of Sub-Executive:

Act as enacted by chapter eight 
of the statutes passed at the second ses­
sion of the parliament of Canada held 
in 1919, this legislative assembly doth 
request that the votes of the electors in 
all the electoral districts of this prov­
ince may be taken for or against the 
following prohibition, that is to say:

That the importation and bringing of 
intoxicating liquor into ths province for 
beverage purposes may be forbidden.”
