NOVA SCOTIA

Prospect Bright in Sister Province
This Year, Says Principal Cum-
ming, Secretary of Agriculture

The Halifax Herald says it has the au-

thority of the secretary for agriculture
in Nova Scotia, Principal M. Ct‘lmmm'g,
of the College of Agriculture, Truro, in
saying that conditions are not deplorable
but rather the reverse.

_“It is often an unfortuante occurrence
in Nova Scotia,” said Principal Cumming,
“to have warm days in early April which
start vegetation. 'Then come chilly days
with frosts and occasional snow. and
everything is set back. It is far better
to have.the cold days early in April than
late in April. The grass was well pro-
tected last winter with a heavy coating
of snow, better protection than it has
had.for many winters. There is always
a small amount of fertility comes with
the snow. It is my opinion that this sea-
son, so far, has found conditions favor-
able for good crops.”

“Will there be increased production in
Nova Scotia this ycar?” was & question
asked Principal Cumming un(lihe replied
without hesitation that in his opinion
there certainly would be.  He believes
that the farmers of Nova Scotia will
make a big and successful effort to meet
the ideal set by the Canada Food
Board, i. e, one extra acre cultivated on
every small farm and from five to ten
extra acres on every large farm.

Here are a few of the reasons Principal
Cumming gives for his pelief that there
will be increased production in Neva
Scotia:

(1) One hundred and fifty two-furrow
plows have been purchased under the
provincial government’s plan of a 25 per
cent. bonus on all such plows purchased
before May 1. During the next ten days
it is expected that the number will ex-
ceed two hundred.

(2) Fourteen Ford tractors are already

on the way to Nova Scotia and these

have all been purchased to g0 on Nova

Scotia farms. Other farmers are ¢onsid-
&

can get at §750 f. o. b. Detroit, daty free.

(8) Already fifteen hundred extra tons
of fertilizer have been distributed in car-
load lots to men who are reselling it o
the farmers and large supplemental ord-
ers are coming in. This is in addition to
the regular trade.

(4) The seed supply in Nova Scotia is
sufficient to meet all requirements.’
Prices are high, but not as high as they
would have been had not early precau-
tions been taken to secure the quantities
needed.

The first man in Nova Scotia to pur-
chase a Ford tractor through the govern-
ment was Chief Justice Harris.- The de-
monstraztion at the plowing matches last
autumn convinced the chief justice that
the Ford tractor could take the place of
three or four pair of horses and his farm
at Annapolis was admirably adapted for
their use.
