THE GOLOR OF THE SEA -

in Constant Ratio to Its Saltiness
-—Black and White Waters

(Answers.)

Poets are fond of talking of the “deep
blue sea.” Yet' the sea which beats upon
British coasts is certainly not blue. On
the east coast it is brown with sand and
mud churned up by the waves from the
vast mud flats; on our gouthern shores,
where there is no mud to stain it, it is
a rich green. s

But visit the’ Mediterranean or the Car-
ibbean and here you find the true blue.

The Gulf Stream, which pours like a gi-!

gantic river out of the boiling pot of the
Caribbean and drives its way north-west-
ward in a volume a hundred times great-
er than the mighty Amazon, is blue as

As the Gulf Stream runs on its way
past Cape Hatteras it widens from thirty-
geven to seveniy-eight miles and grows
much shallower. Before it reaches our
latitudes it has become a mere shallow
sheet overlying the colder strata below,
till gaining the banks of Newfoundland
you can notice in calm weather stripes
of green water invading the blue of the
great tropical current, : .

Why is the Gulf Stréam blue and the
more northern ocean green? The answer
is that it has been proved that the blue-
ness of sea water is in constant ratio to
its saltiness. In the tropics the tremend-
ous evaporation induced by the blazing
sun causes the water to be much more
sait than it is in higher latitudes. For
about thirty degrees both north and
gouth of the equator the waters of the
world’s oceans are of an exquisite azure,
Beyond these latitudes the blue fades and
changes to green and in the Aretic and
Antarctic oceans the greens are almost as
vivid as the tropical blues,

The extraordinary blueness of the Medi-
terranean has two causes. One is that
very few large rivers of fresh water yun
into this sea; the second that the Medi-
terranean is practically landlocked and
being exposed to a powerful sun evapor-
ation is great. By actual test the waters
of the Mediterranean are heavier and
more salt than those of the Atlantic.

But blue and green are not the only
colors observed in the world’s seas and
oceans. In January, 1909, a river of yel-
low water three miles wide and of enor-
mous length was observed running paral-
lel with the Gulf Stream. It stretched
from Cape Florida to Cape Hatteras and
was undoubtedly -caused by some tre-
mendous submarine upheaval, probably of
a voleanic nature. It remained for several
weeks.

Again, about nine years ago the sea
turned almost black off a large portion
of the California coast. The whole of
Santa Cruz Bay assumed this extraordin-
ary inky hue and fishing came abruptly
to an end. In this case the darkness
seems to have been caused by millions of
tiny animalculae known.as whale food.

The dull reddish tint which is occas-
ionally seen in the Red Sea and which
has given that sea its name has a similar
cause. The water becomes full of micro-
scopic algae—tiny weed.

China’s Yellow Sea is usually supposed
to owe its origin to the flood of muddy
water which its great river pours into it.
But here again modern science has proved
that living organisms are responsible.

Occasionally, and for some cause as yet
undiscovered, great areas of the ocegn
turn milk white. In March, 1904, the pas-
sengers and crew of a Japanese merchant
vessel steaming at night between Hong-
Kong and Yokohama, ran into a snow
white sea; not an opaque, phosporescent
surface, hut an expanse of pure snow
white, having a dazzling effect upon the
eyes. The phenomenon lasted for six
hours and alarmed the passengers
greatly that not one slept at all
night.

CANADIAN PEAGHES

Consignments Reach England in
Perfect Condition and Meet a
Good Profit

v emmp

Ottawa, Oct. 10—Cable advices have been
received at the department of agriculture
respecting the condition on arrival and:
the selling price af the first of several
trial consignments of peaches, which have
been sent--to -Great -Britain” since - Sept.
17th by the Dairy and Cold Storage Com-
missioner,

The shipments have been undertaken
by the department for the purpose of set-
tling a somewhat disputed point as to
whether. it is possible to land Canadian
peaches on the British market in good con-
dition, and if they will brfing a price on
that market sufficiently high to pay for
the extra care in picking and packing
which is negessary.

The peaches, which were mostly of the
Alberta variety, were procured at St.
Catherines and were packed .in single lay-
er cases, surrounded with wood wool, each
case containing only 20 to 25 peaches. The
was done .under the direct'super-
vision of W. W. Moore, of the dairy and
Cold Storage Commissioner’s staff. The
department guaranteed the growers the
current local price. The peaches were ship-
ped to Montreal in refrigerator cars, ar-
| riving there on the second day after leav-
|ing St. Catherines, when they were at
once transferred direct to the ship's cold
storage chambers.

&mall lots were sent to Bristol, Cardiff,
Birmingham, Manchester and TLeeds, but
the bulk of the shipments went to Glas-
| gow, Liverpool and London. The cargo.in-
i spectors employed by the department in
| Great Britain reported all shipments to
| have arrived in perfect condition. W. A.
| MacKinnon, trade commissioner at Bir-
‘mingham, cabled: “Maturity right, pack-
ing superb.”

The first consignment has been sold at
prices varying from four shillings to six
shillings per case. The freight, commis-
sions and other charges at the market end |
will be about 25 cents per case, giving the
handsome net return of 70 cents to $1.20
per case of about six pounds of fruit f. o.
b. cars at St. Catherines.

In an article on social service, J. J.
Kelso, of Toronto, who may well be ac-
knowledged as an expert in such ‘mat-

Small neighborhood playgrounds, under

grounds can be utilized.

Young boys and girls who are constant-
1y on the streets after dark should be re-
ported as ‘neglected,’ and parents held
responsible. i .

Churches should educate parents to a
sense of responsibility. Many members
of churches do not bring up their own
children under church influences.

Churches should help the young people
to get into steady useful employment.
!(‘hnrch members who direct large estab-
| lishments could often provide situations.
| Careless non-church-going people in the
| neighborhood should be looked after by

a system of friendly visitors.

Churches should cultivate among their
| members the epirit of genuine unselfish-
{ ness. .

Chutches should, be fully _acquainted

| with the various benevolent and preven-
| tive associations and should especially co-
{ operate with the charity organization so-
| ciety.
| Intemperance and immorality in the
| neighborhood should be attacked by the
| church in the interests of clean living and
| good government.
!~ Every child in the neighborhood should
be personally known to some one. Per-
! sonal influence counts for much in this
| world, and it is the duty of Christian
people to encourage and help the young
in every possible way.

~ FIGHTS OFF TROOPERS

Cordon Closes in and Rushes the |
Place, Only to Find Defender
Had Killed »Himself

Ocala, Fla., Oct. 10—After fatally’ wound-
ing Deputy. Sheriff. Hudson dnd ex-Sheriff
ttordon, while barricaded in his home ‘in
the stburbs of Ocala last night, William
Spmmerlin placed the muzzle of a rifle in
his mouth and blew off his head.

For three hours Summerlin resisted the
efforts of members of the police depart-
ment and sheriff’s deputies to arrest him,
firing on every person in sight. The Ocala
Rifles were called out and surrounded the
house. Shortly after nightfall the cordon
closed in, the door was broken down and
Summerlin’s body was found on the floor.

Rarly in the day Deputy Sheriff Hud-
son went to Summerlin’s home to serve a
‘warrant for a minor offense. Summerlin
warned the -officer not to come into his
yard, and when Hugdson started in he was
shot down. Ex-Sheriff Gordon, hearing the
shot, went to the assistance of Hudson,
and while bending; over the prostrate form
of the deputy, Gordon, was shot. . .

_Summerlin seized the rifle ea ied. by
Deputy. ‘Hudson, and, barricading himself
again, offered stubborn resistance. |

The wounded officers were taken to.a
local hospital, where their condition was
pronounced critieal.
