The world's food supply is bound 
to suffer a great shortage owing to 
the war. The countries at war are 
husbanding all their food for their 
own use, ami consequently none is 
exported. Newfoundland fish, In 
ing a splendid article of food, 
should be in gocd demand, and a 
good price should be obta,liable.

When a shortage occurs in one or 
several lines of food prod acts, peo­
ple are bound to turn to another. 
But in order to get the best price 
for our fish there must be mutual 
cooperation between the fishermen 
and the exporters, and the latter 
must see that the fish is marketed 
in such a way and at such a time 
as will bring the bast results.

We notice setter in the St.John’s 
press on Saturday from Messrs. C, 
T. Bennett & Co., of Bristol, stating 
that the policy of sending . four 
steamer loads of fish to practically 
the Same market within a month is 
suicidal. I: goes on tc stats that 
if we hope to maintain present 
prices, shipments must bo régulât 
id. The four steamers will carry 
approximately 80,000 qtls codfish.

It seems to us that the fisher­
men of this country will have to do 
what the farmers of Canada and 
other agricultural countries are do 
ing, cooperate in the catching/tur- 
ing and exportation of their fish.

In the Province of Alberta they 
have what is known as ‘The Farm­
ers’ Co Operative.’ The primary 
object of this organization is to se­
cure a better market for farmers’ 
products. Then they have in the 
same province The Alberta Farm­
ers Co-Operative Elevator - Go,’ 
with 50 local branches, each own­
ing a grain elevator, holding from 
120,000 to 500,000 bushels of grain. 
During 191430 more local branches 
with elevators will be formed. Un 
der the Act the Government gives 
a loan of 85 per cent, of the value 
repayable in 20 . years. The first 
season’s work h ;s been much mere 
successful than was ever ant:cipated.
