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THE GREAT FLOODS.is a water station with a capacity of 40- 

000 gallons. About half a mile before 
reaching Mattawamkeag is passed the 
last trestle bridge, and this is a fine 
structure. It is a through iron bridge 
562 feet long. This bridge is over the 
Penobsbot river. Connection is made 
with the Maine Central railroad at 
Mattawamkeag. The roadbed is in an 
excellent condition, esspcially for a new 
one, and little work will be required to 
put it In first-class order. One drawback 
to the rushing of business was the 
scarcity of gravel banks, making it nec­
essary to haul from long distances the 
gravel required" in ballasting. The road­
bed is wider than is usual on railroads, 
giving good drainage and a place for the 
snow to pile up. The roadbed is better 
between Greenville and Mattaw amkeag 
than from Greenville to Megan tic, but 
the latter part is in good shape. A few 
small trestles still remain to l>e built to 
replace temporary structures.

The road has been very cosily, but it is, 
as completed, a credit to its builders.

Mattawamkeag, June 4.—All on Toard 
for St. John was the cry of Conductor 
John E. Cunningham at 8.30 last evening 
as tlie Short Line train from Montreal 
was about to start The train consisted 
of an engine, baggage car, a combine emi­
grant sleeper, and smoker, first class and 
the elegant sleeper, Calgary.

This as a task of no small magnitude 
for there was a. determination on the 
part of some of the Bangor people to 
make the sale of the unprofitable Ban­
gor and Piscataquis Railway, at a large 
price, oue the conditions of obtaining 
the charter. This road

was finally obtained without this un­
desirable adjunct, and arrangments 
were made to obtain assistance from the 
government to complete the work.

In 1885 an ad­
ditional subsidy of $80,000 a year, for 
twenty years,and an increase in the term 
of the former subsidy to twenty years, 
giving $250,000 per annnm for that 
period was authoriz’d by Parliament 
Id any company building a line of rail­
way, from the south bank of the St 
Lawrence opposite Montreal [to the liai» 
bore ofSt.

Johnstown, Pa., June 3,—It is not a 
hackneyed utterance, to say that no pen 
can adequately depict the horrors 
of this twin disaster-holo­
caust and deluge. This morning 
opens up dafk and dreary. Great drops 
of rain fall occasionally, and another 
storm seems imminent. Every one how­
ever, feels relieved that the weather still 
remains cool, and that the putrifaction 
of the hundreds of bodies that still line 
the streams and lie hidden under 
the miles of driftwood, and debris 
is not unduly hastened. This morning 
the peculiar stench of decaying human 
flesh is plainly preceptible to the senses 
as one ascends the bank of Stormy Creek 
fur half mile along smouldering ruins of 
wreck, ami the most sceptical now con­
ceive the worst and realise that 
perhaps thousands of bodies lie charred 
and blackened beneath this great fun­
eral pyre.

Searchers wander wearily over this 
emoktng mass, and as occasionally sud­
denly a shout conies over the wa'.ers and 
the patient watchers on the lull realize 
that another ghastly discovery has lieen 
added to that long list of revelations that 
chill every heart and draw tears to every 
eye. From the banks many 
charred remaing are plainly viai- 

waters
reluctantly give np their dead, and be­
neath every log or beam a aknll or 
blaunched remnant of a rib or limb is 
found. Since 10 o’clock last night the 
fire engines have been constantly playing 
on the burning ruins. The chief sensa­
tion of the morning has been tlie united 
remonstrances of the physicians against 
the extinguishment of the burning wreck. 
They maintain with a philosophy that 
to the anxious searchers seems heartless, 
that hundreds if not thousands of lifeless 
and decaying bodies lie beneath this mass 
of burning ruins. “ It would be 
better, they say, to permit nature’s great­
est scavenger, the flames, to pursue its 
work unmolested than to expose to 
farther decay the horde of putri/ying 
bodies that lie beneath this debris. Days 
will elapse before the rubbish can be suf­
ficiently removed to permit the recovery 
of these bodies, and long ere that 
every corpse will have become 
a putrid mass. Tlie stench that already 
arises is tlie forerunner of impending 
danger. The wanings of science were 
lost in the eager demands of those who 
sought the remains of those near and 
dear. The hose was again turned upon 
the hissing mass and rapidly the flames

St. John has 
now become the centre of six great lines 
of communication : viz the Shore Line» 
with its connexions present and prospec­
tive, giving ns the business of the west­
ern end of onr own Province and of 
southern and eastern Maine; Western 
Extension which now connects us with 
all the cities of the United States. The 
eastern extension of the Intercolonial 
which joins us with the railway system 
of Nova Scotia. The northern Intercol­
onial and the Northern and Western rail­
ways which bring the business of the 
North Shore to our'doors. The northern 
section of the New Brunswick railway 
which unites us with our own up river 
country,and gives us an alternative route 
to Montreal, and finally the Short Line 
which is opened today by which wo are 
brought into rapid communication with 
Montreal and the whole of Western Can­
ada* We may improve these six great 
lines of communication somewhat by

While the Western Extension Railway 
from St. John to Bangor was under con­
struction, a charter was obtained from 
the Maine Legislature to authorize the 
building of a line from Mattawamkeag, 
or some other point on what is now the 
Maine Central, to the boundary ofMaine 
and tlie Province of Quebec, with a view 
to a short connexion with Montreal. The 
persons incorporated by this charter 
were mostly directors of tlie European 
and North American Railway for exten­
sion westward, and included Thomas R.
Jones, the late Alexander Jardine, E. R 
Burpee, the late William Parks, and Mr.
Jewett of Bangor. The charter had three 
years to run and it lapsed by non user.
The times were unpropitious for tlie con­
struction of a work of snch magnitude ; 
no one in St. John bail any money to 
spare for such an enterprise .and nothing 
came of this attempt to connect SL John 
with Montreal by a short line. Bat the 
idea was not allowed to die ont ; the 
people began to talk of a short line as the

There are many trestles and bridges on 
this part of the line, and several quite 
sharp grades. The road runs along by 
Mooeehead lake for several mites. Mis­
ery Notch, as the name would indicate, 
is a most wild and rugged scene. Here 
is located a water station, the tank hav­
ing a capacity of 40,000 gallons. The 
road is laid with 60 poond rails. Tlie 
steepest grade is 1 foot in 100, and the 
sharpest carve on this part 4degrees .while 
on this line from Greenville to Matta­
wamkeag the sharpest grade is 6 
degrees.

A union depot will be bnilt at Green­
ville, a short distance from "the depot of 
the Bangor & Piscataquis railroad. The 
Canadian Pacific crosses the"_Bangor & 
Piscataquis on a trestle 552 feet long and 
40 feet high. At Eagle’s stream a crew 
is at work ballasting a small trestle, and 
beyond is a ent throngh the solid rock 
about 30 feet deep and 50 feet long. At 
Wilson’s stream is an iron and wood 
trestle 900 feet long and 118 feet high. 
From this bridge, there is a most snperb 
view. One can look down on the tops of 
tlie trees, and large objects below look 
like specks. The road follows Wil­
son’s streams for some distance, going 
throngh several cuts and valleys, which 
must have made a vast outlay of money 
in the building. From tlie train one 
looks down on one side into a valley, 
throngh which runs a winding stream, 
and beyond high mountains, covered 
with trees of many shades of green. The 
track then runs along by Greenwood 
pend, a pretty sheet of water, 
runs near Boarstone mountain, a most 
singular mountain, resembling in shape 
a lmge pebble.

Leaving Montreal the line runs to 
Sherbrooke over the old South Eastern 
tracks, bat the road has been practically 
re-bnilt and shortened somewhat.

By orders in council of the 3rd Septem­

ber 1886 and 24th May 1887 the location 
ilans for tlie distance between the SL 
Lawrence at Canghnawaga and Lenox­

ville, passing through the towns of St. 
Johns, Famham to South Magog, thence 
going to the North of Lake Magog, the 
whole length of this section being 1014 
miles, were approved.

The Atlantic and North Western Rail­
way Company, having under their 
charter power to construct a bridge 
across the SL Lawrence near Lachine, 
submitted to the government for ap­
proval the plans for such a structure, to 
be placed about a mite below the en­
trance of the Lachine Canal, and abont 
nine mites above Montreal. These plans 
having been favorably considered from 
an engineering point of view, and also 
with regard to their effect on navigation, 
were approved by order in Council dated 
1st. April 1882, which xves subsequently 
modified bv an order dated 14th. Nov. 
1885. The bridge, which has since been 
completed is of steel, with stone piers, 
having two spans of 408 feet each, two of 
269 feet each, and eight of 242 feet each. 
Tlie central 216 feet of each of the two 
channel spans allows a height of 60 feet 
above ordinary summer water level. 
The spans are on the Cantilexer princi­
ple, like the railway bridge over the 
falls here.

The portion of the road between the St, 
Lawrence and Sherbrooke, and also the 
portion from Moose River to Mattawam­
keag having been practically completed, 
were inspected, and on Dec. 31st, 1888, 
an order in Council was passed authoriz­
ing the payment of the annual subsidy 
applicable to them, which was $186,600.

By an indenture dated the 6th Decem­
ber 1886, the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Company obtained a perpetual lease of 
the line "and interests of the Atlantic and 
North-West Railway Company. Such in 
brief is the legal history of the Snort-

The distance 
from the Quebec boundary to Mattawam­
keag is 155 miles, and in this distance 
there are but three stops, Moose River or 
as it is now called Jackman, Greenville 
Junction, where the line crosses that of 
the Bangor or j Piscataquis and Brown- 
ville, the most easterly divisional head­
quarters of the Canadian Pacific, and the 
crossing place of the Meant Kathadin 
railway. The railroad is some distance 
from the present village, bnt in all proba­
bility there will he a new village grow 
np about the railway. Already opera­
tions have been commenced on a new 
round house and repair shops. A large 
building for the superintendent’s office is 
under construction. A large amount of 
work will have to be done at Brownville, 
which will be the most important place 
on the line for the present at leasL Too 
much cannot be said of the beauties of 
the scenery along the route. There is 
scarcely a mite without some choice view. 
The road runs along by the water 
most of the time in the Maine wilder­
ness, some time® it is a brook, or perhaps 
a lake or pond, as they call all lakes in 
Maine. The road has been an expensive 
one to build. There are dozens of heavy 
rock cuttings, and numerous trestles and 
a great deal of heavy fillings, 
of construction was practically completed 
last fall, but a large amount of ballast 
had to be done this spring. The ballast­
ing is all completed now. The road is in 

i8 the best of order. The rails are of Dow- 
lais steel, 60 pounds to the yard, ties 
are the best and the rolling stock will be 
quite np to the standard of other parts of 
the road.
