At 25c per hour the laborer 
earns when he is steadily employed 
about $75.00 per month. Out of this 
he pays boards at the rate of $25.51) 
per month; doctor 40c per month;

DIB».The company claims that they have 
to advance their board charges from 
85c to $i.oo a day. If this be so, the 
men state that if it is costing the 
company more, it certainly justifies 
the claim of the men that the wages 
they are getting are insufficient to 
meet the requirements of family men 
wanting only the common necessar­
ies of life. The men therefore claim 
that to increase the price of board 
would be an outrage, and should not 
be permitted by the Government. 
Rather should it insist upon a de­
crease in the price of board.

2. BAD SHACK CONDITIONS.

The condition of the shacks is also 
a cause of complaint. The size of 
the shack is 14 x 20, with a partition 
through the centre, leaving each 
room 10 x 14 in size. In the room 
6 berths are provided, which can ac­
comodate one man to a berth, but. 
when two are compelled to sleep in 
one berth it causes overcrowding 
and bad ventilation. A stove is also 
in this room on which the men cook 
their food. The men ask that the 
original plan—six men to one room 
--be adhered to. This can only be 
done by having more shacks built.

4. METHOD OF PAYMENT

Fault is also found with Vhe pres­
ent method of paying the men. They 
point out that when a man goes to 
work say on the 15th of a month, 
his first pay day is the 15th of the 
following month, when he receives - 
two weeks’ wages.
