Here
was an unfortunate Nova Scotia girl
who was compelled to destroy herself
with poison rather tban die of starvation
or lead a life of shame. This girl had,
no doubt, been enticed from her home
by the glitterinz promises held
out by Grit papers of the
advantages of life in the United States
as compared with Canada, The blood
of this girl and of many others who have
perished in the same way is upon the
heads of the miserable tribe of the Ellis
class, who day after day, in their traitor
sheets, are running down Canada as a
land unfit to live in and seeking to
induce its people to leave it. If Bertha

THE STAMFORD ELECTION

There have been a good many elections
recently in the United Kingdom at
which the Gladstone Liberals have won
seats from the Conservatives, but in the
Stamford election, where the Conserva-
tives hold the seat, the aspect of affairs
for the government seems even more
alarming than in those contests where
the seat was won by the Liberals. In
the latter case the constituencies were,
for the most part, Liberal boroughs

which had fallen into the
“ hands of the Conservalives or
Unionists at the general election

of 1886, when 8o many good Liberals
separated from Mr. Gladstone on the
Irish home rule question. But Stamford
is a Conservative constituency, and at
the general election of 1885, when the
Liberals were all united returned the
Conservative candidate by a very large
majority. That this majority should
have been reduced to about one fourth of
its dimensions in 1885, and that after
the great Liberal break of 1886 is certain-
ly a very alarming fact. The figures of
the two elections are as follows :—

1890
Conservative vote 4,236
Liberal vote......... 3,954
Conservative majority......1,101 282

The total vote polled in 1885 on & regis-
ter of 9,741 was 8,161 ; the total vote poll-
ed in 1890 on a register of 9,692 was 8,190
so that the contest was keenly fought
out in both elections, the election of this
year being rather the warmest. But the
conclusion is irresistible that in this
constituency about 400 voters who voted

. for the conservative ticket in 1885 have,

in spite of home rule, gone over and vot-
ed the liberal ticket.

SECESH AND ANNEXATIONIST-

The Secesh and Annexationist Globe is
engaged in the congenial work of seeking
to maks the people of the Maritime
Provinces dissatisfied with their political’
condition as members of the Canadian
confederation. According to the Globe
“It is next to impossible to see what ad-
vantage accrues to any of the Maritime
Provinces of Canada from a union with
old Canada. Unnecessary public works,
such as public buildings, are constructed
in places where they arescarcely needed,
and those who are most chiefly benefited
are the contractors.” The Globe pro-
ceeds to attack confederation just as it
was engaged in doing twenty-five years
ago and points out how much better off
we would be if joined tothe United States.
It says :—

All of these Maritime Provinces were
tuken into the Canadian union because
of a belief that the provinces would
rapidly develop in wealth and in popu-
lation.

And what
little may be achieved in one way is
lost in another—in the enormous burden
imposed upon us by useless cebt, in the
heavy taxation which cramps all our en-
ergies and drains us of our wealth. The
voices raised from Prince Edward Island
could very easily be re-echoed from New-

and satisfactory and we have now reach-
ed a stage of development which gives us
assurance of a rapid and substantial
growth in the near future.

That fad is exploded that a picture is
the work of a genius because it bas paint
plastered over it regardless of form and
color. ‘The artist who can give a breadth
of light and shedow, modeling and rotun-
dity and the fecis and truths of nature,
no matter how highly finished his work
may be, shows his skill and knowledge
of that quality Which all great paintings
have. looking at the picture from the
end of the ball or but a few feet away, it
impresses you all the more with its
grandeur from the fact that you are not
thinking how it was painted or what
materials were used, in its execation.
Many pictures have that disagreeable
quality of looking ipa.inmd, consequently
it detracts largely from the beauty and
poetry of thesnbject. As a recent. writer
truly says :—“I have yet to learn on what
metaphysical principles genius can
every rational person mistakes an elm
tree for a cabbage; or how making the
sun look like a brass kettle and I may
add or water to run up hill, objects
placed on different perspective planes,
figures with sheet iron_clothing, so that
the picture looks as well upside down as
it does any other way, is undeniable
evidence, for that reason alone, that the
man who so painted is a great man.”
Where execution and finish are combin-
ed,.there we have a master hand in the

mechanical part of his  busi-
ness. In the picture before us the
artist, sitting in the arm chair,

dreams just what the spectators see be-
fore them in the picture; the mother
and child floating in the air, resting on
a cloud, surrounded by a halo of light,
which diffases itself all through the
painting and helps to bring out the
figures and accessories in chiaroscuro.
The classical face of the mother is beau-
tiful in its expression of maternal love as
she clagps her infant child in her arms.
The dignified grouping, combined with
the flowing drapery, is a graceful combi-
nation, which is simply exquisite in
imaginative delineation. Beneath, the
far away distance, delicate in its aerial
perspective and tone and the luminous
quality surrounding the group is very
nicely handled and is one of its greatest
charms. Then look at the different
parts of the composition; how beautifully
they are balanced; take the Cupid, push-
ing back ‘the curtain which hangs in
graceful and artistic folds down to the
dreamer with his outstretched rightarm,
listlessly taking the cm{)on holder in his
hand from the Cupid. Do not the draw-
ing of the hand and position of the
fingers indicate the dreamer’ correctly?
Then look at the left hand extended over
the chair towards the foreground; what
a magnificent piece of foreshortening to
the head of the sleeper. The figure of
the artist reclining in the-chair, is cer-
tainly a clever piece of drawing; then
on to Engel, the color grinder, with his
massive and classical head, muscular
arms and dark blue costume. The rich,
crimson color, he is grinding on the stone,
which is repeated on_the palette; then
modified on the beautiful drapery of the
central figure, surrounded by the grays
of the canvas and accessories. The deli-
cate white drapery of the mother, al-
though not a color, yet causes all the
colors, by contrast, to blend in one
harmonious whole. The artist’s know-
ledge of intonation is perfect, also the

figures and in arranging the drapery;
the composition light and shade. are
masterly.

The color is not gorgeous in the sense
in which the color of Delacroix and others
of the French school is gorgeous, but it is
rich and entrancing, giving value to the
flesh and pearly carnation in juxtaposi-
tion with the tertiary colors. We be-
come at once fascinated and delighted by
the splendid and wonderful combinations
which solicit our sympathy and admira-
tion in the superb work before us. His
coloring is that of Cornelius and Colback,
famous German painters. Vandyke
treated his figure subjects in‘the same
manner. The cupids are conventional,
notwithstanding they are beautifully
drawn and fill the places allotted to
them, in carrying out the design. The
expression of the boy holding the bottle
of oil in his hand waiting for Engel to
speak is admirably rendered. No one
can help appreciating the beauties of
the picture, unless he is entirely ignor-
ant of true art and rapt up in his egotism
and vanity. I would advise all who have
not seen the painting to zo and visit the
exhibition, as we have never had any-
thing like it in St. John.

A single painting like this, accessible
at all times to students and lovers of art,
would do more to elevate the taste and
promote the culture of our people than
any miscellaneous collection of insignifi-
cant and crude canvasses, brought to-
gether upon no principle and pervaded
by no educated taste, can possibly ac-
complish; and a single picture of this
character would do more than any such
collection could do to advertise our city
as a home of good taste and real refine-
ment.
