Proprietor of Alberta Hotel Meets

Red Deer, Alb., Nov. 15.—George 
Beattie, proprietor of the Alberta ho- 
'tel, and one of the best known men in 
Alberta, was Instantly killed yester­
day, evidently by .the accidental dis­
charge of his shotgun. He had gone 
into his cellar for the purpose of shoot­
ing some cats, which were troubling 
the place, and how the gun came to be 
discharged will never be known. Cor­
oner George held an inquest and the 
verdict was accidental death.

Mr. Beattie came west with the Wol- 
seley expedition in the seventies, and 
has been in Red Deer and the neigh­
borhood about seventeen years.

New York, Nov. 15.—William Shiebler, 
who received the first message over 
the Atlantic cable, sent to President 
Buchanan by Queen Victoria, died on 
Wednesday in Brooklyn. It was while 
acting as an expert telegrapher tn 
Washington that he received the cable. 
He delivered it to thé president and 
sent a reply to the Queen. He also re­
ceived the message from the front an­
nouncing the fall of Richmond at the 
close of the civil war. He had charge 
of the first military telegraph station. 
Since 1868 he has been in the jewelery 
business in Manhattan.

Toronto, Ont., Nov. 15.—The Salva­

tion Army is inaugurating a gigantic 
campaign for which ten ocean liners 
have been already chartered. The first 
batch of immigrants, numbering 1,000, 
will leave Liverpool on the special 
steamer Kensington, of the Dominion 
line, and are to be taken on their ar­
rival at Halifax direct to British Col­
umbia in special trains in charge of 
special army officers.

This consignment is being sent to 
British Columbia on account of the 
winter weather making it inadvisable 
to place them in Ontario or the North­
west. A later shipment will be dis­
tributed on the farm lands of Ontario 
and the ^sister province.

The motto of the army is to put the 
immigrants on the land, and an effort 
is being made to secure a class of peo­
ple fit for farming operations. The 
first consignment consists largely of 
Scotch people and includes a large 
sprinkling of domestic servants.

Paris, Nov. 15.—Distorted rumors 
concerning the character of the nego­
tiations conducted by J. Pierpont Mor­
gan & Co. with the Bank of France 
with a view to obtain $20,000,000 and 
$40.000,000 in gold for direct shipment to 
New York, which after having been in 
progress since last week, were definite­
ly broken off yesterday, have leaked 
out here and the newspapers to-day are 
printing the most ridiculous reports on 
the subject.

One of the news agencies tries to 
make it appear that the United States 
government was seeking gold for the 
purpose of filling its war chest in an­
ticipation of hostilities with Japan. 
This agency announced that a United 
States government short term loan was 
Imminent and that Japan had protested 
against its admission to the Paris 
bourse, believing that the alleged 
dearth of gold in the United States is 
a bluff and that the crisis was deliber­
ately premediated in order to permit 
America to build its war treasury.

It is almost needless to add that the 
reports circulated here to the effect 
that the United States had applied for 
permission to list a loan on the Bourse 
and that Japanese authorities had pro­
tested, are without foundation.

Nov. 15.—Ernest Thomp- 
son-Seton, who has rëturned to the 
United States from an exploration trip 
of seven months through Northwest 
Canada into the great plains of the 
Arctic region, is enthusiastic over that 
part of Canada below the Arctic zone, 
calling it the “white man’s last op­
portunity.”

Settlers by the thousands, he said, 
are pouring into the enormous area of 
high-class agricultural lands which 
had been lying idle for so many cen­
turies, and the rapidity with which it 
is now being developed, he said, is mar­
vellous. Mr. Seton canoed in this and 
the Arctic region, two thousand miles 
during his seven months' trip, having 
one narrow escape from losing not only 
his diaries, drawings and maps, but 
his own life, when his cathoe upset in 
the Athabasca riVer.

He has brought back with him many 
rare botanical and zoological speci­
mens, with original maps of the coun­
try he traversed, 
number of lakes and rivers in the Arc­
tic region which he is now naming in 
conjunction with the Geographical Sur­
vey of Canada.

Among the animals which he studied 
especially during his trip, and obtained 
pictures of, were the barren ground 
Caribou, the lynx, the musko, wolver­
ine, white wolf, Arctic fox and wild 
buffalo.

Nothing 
unusual was thought of this, as the 
staff was of the opinion that she 
would seek a lighter position.

On her way home from the office she 
entered Kennedy’s drug store and pur­
chased the acid for which she signed 
in the usual way, the bottle being 
labelled, as called for by the law. Af­
ter supper she retired to her bedroom, 
and at 7.15 came running down stairs 
and told her mother, father, two sis­
ters and a brother, that she had pois- 
osed herself and almost at the same 
time collapsed on the floor.

The family rushed for doctors, three 
being on the scene in a few minutes, 
but it was no use. No cause is known, 
so far, for the deed, although it is said 
that she had been worrying over a let­
ter she received.

VITAL QUESTION London. Nov. 15.—In the absence of 

the Duke of Devonshire the regular 
chairman of the board of governors of 
the Peabody fund, Whitelaw Reid, the 
American ambassador, presided at the 
meeting yesterday, in accordance with 
a suggestion of the Duke of Devon­
shire. Waldorf Astor, junior, 
elected to fill the vacancy in the board 
of governors and contracts were ap­
proved for the erection of sixty-four 
cottages on the Herne Hill estate to 
be completed in October, 1908. 
board also authorized the purchase of 
eight blocks of land now covered with 
slum cottages at Behnai Green, with 
the money. A sum of $150,000, derived 
from the first outside bequest to the 
fund, which was left by a daughter of 
the late Henry Fox, and which Is now 
available.

The Peabody fund is for the improve­
ment of the condition of the poor of 
London, and was founded by the late 
Geo. Peabody, the American merchant 
and banker, who was born at South 
Danvers, Mass., in 1795, and who died 
in London in 1860, and whose body 
taken to the United States on a British 
warship and buried in his native town, 
now called Pjabody. The fund origin­
ally was $2,500,000, and has been used 
for building lodging houses for the 
London poor.

Clayton, N. J., Nov. 15.—What is said 
to be the fastest mile ever made by a 
steam locomotive on a track contain­
ing curves was covered yesterday by 
locomotive No. 606, which is being used 
in the special test being concluded here 
by the Pennsylvania railway. It tra­
velled a mile at a speed of 91.6 miles 
per hour. The object of the test is to 
ascertain the speed that can be attain­
ed by a locomotive rounding a curve. 
The specialty built strength of track 
over which the trial took place has two 
sharp curves.

The track is between this place and 
Franklin Ville. One of the new electric 
locomotives was also given a trial. Two 
trips were made, the first at the rate 
of 72 miles an hour, and the second at 
a speed of 79 miles an hour.

A portion of the specially built track 
had beeq. laid with steel ties, and after 
the loemotive tests have been com­
pleted an examination will be made to 
determine which kind of ties bore the 
tests to the best advantage.
