LONDON TO FINANCE -

BIG ENTERPRISE

Subsidy From Dominion Gov-
ernment is Available—City
Must Help.

Montreal, July .2.—N. Thompson, an
engineer of Vancouver, has just ar-
rived from London where he promoted
a floating dock for Vancouver, and in
this connéction the Dominion  subsidy
will be forthcoming. Mr. Thompson
states arrangements will be made in
London to finance the enterprise on
condition that the city of Vancouver
likewise gives a helping hand.

He also formed a company. to mine
magnesia deposits at Atlin, where there
are already in the mneighborhood of
1,600,000 tons in sight, and which, be-
ing put to a severe test, has been
proved to possess-eleven times greater
strength than Portland cement.

REACH COMPROMISE :
ON ELECTION BILL

Solution of Much Debated

Ottawa, July 2.—Hon. A, B, Ayles-
worth proposed an amendment to the
election bill in the Commons to-day of-
fering a comptomlse satistactory to
both sides.

In the unorganized- ‘districts of On-
tario the amendment provides for the
preparation and revision of the lists for
the Federal election by board judges.
In Manitoba the allocation of provin-
cia] Jlists te federal ‘constituencies is
entrusted to judges while the second
revision of provincidl lists before the
federa] election as originally proposed
is dropped from the bill. The unor-
ganized districts of British Columbia
and Quebec are dropped from the: bill.

TROUT FOR LAKE CHAMPLAIN.

Canadians Arrested for Poaching in Am-
erican Waters of Niagara.

Albany, N. Y., July 2.—Lake Champlain
is to be stocked with lake trout by the
state forest, fish and game commission,
according to an announcement made yes-
terday. Beginning next week 50,000 fry
and fingerlings from the Saranac hatch-
eries of the state will be deposited in the
lake from Westport to Plattsburg.

The commission was notified yesterday
that two residents of Canada were ar-
rested recently for fishing in the Ameri-
oan waters of the Niagara river without

having secured a license from the state,

They were fined $16 each. These arrests
were the first since the department an-
nounced that residents of Canada fishing
in American waters would be compelled
to pay a fee of $. This action was taken
after a similar order had been put into
effect by the Canadian government.

William Paul Found Guilty of
Horribly Cold Blooded
Murder.

Kenora, Ont., Jily 2—William Paul
wag found guilty before Justice Anglin
at the assizes yesterday of the murder
of Henry Schilling, near Pine Wood, on
the Rainy river and was sentenced to
be hanged on September 18th,

When  asked if he had anything to
say, the prisoner tried to speak, but
was unable to utter a sound.

The murder for which Paul was
found-guilty was one of the most cold
blooded in the history of this part of
Ontario. Paul and Schilling, both
young men and apparently bosom
friends, left Rainy river on November
30th, 1908, to cut timber in the woods.
They skated up the river, and that was
the last seen of Schilling till his body
was found four days afterwards and
Paul's blood stained skates nearhy.

It came out in the evidence that
Schilling/ had been killed in a horrible
manner by Paul

Paul was tried and found guilty at
the assizés 1last November, but
through an error in the judge’s charge
he jwas granted a new trial, with the

same result.

SHAH WRITES TO
KING EDWARD

MORE BLOODSHED IS
‘EXPECTED IN TABRIZ

Rachin Khan Horseman Are
Joined by Mob in Atroc-
ities.

Loendon, July 2.~The fact that the
Shah has been in direct correspondence

ing against the sheltering of refugees
in' the British legation at Teheran, is
confirmed. It is believed that the King
in reply, referred the Shah to-.the for-
eign- office as the usual channel for
such communications.

The situation at Tabritz continues to
be serious. Private dispatches re-
ceived here say that the people hav=
erected barricades in the streets, and
the fighting is going on night and day.
‘Tabriz and the entire province of
Azerbaijan are strongholds of the rev-
olutionists, and the arrival -there of
troops to strengthen the forces of the
Shah has increased the danger of the
situation. i

The entry of the troops to the city
is opposed by the revolutionary forces.
All the bazaars are being closed, and
there has been some looting of resi-
dences of delegates to the assembly and
business houses.

Increasing cause for alarm is found
in the fact that Tabriz is surrounded
by Rachin Khan and his horsemen.
They are supporters of the Shah,
Should these riders be turned loose on
the city the Hwes of even the foreign-
ers there would' be endangered.

No detalls are given of the recent
fighting, but one of the dispatches eon-
cluded with thiese words: “A good deal
more bloodshad i expected befare the
trouble’ is: s&itled.”

Madrid, July 2.—The Supreme court
yesterday gave judgment against the
son of Elena $anza, a Bohemian 'opera
singer, in' a suit brought to recover a
share of the estate of King Alfonso
XII.. from the Dowager Queen and
otherlegatees, which he claimed as the
natural §on of the King, King Alfonso
XII. was enamored of Elena Sanza,
who bore him two sons. The singer was
banished from Spain after the death
of the King, and died homeless and
friendless in Paris in 1899, The provis-
iong of the King’s will, by which he
provided -an ample annuity for her, ap-
pear not to have been carried out, and
the elder son sought to have his elaim
against the late King’s estate legally
established.

The case was taken first before the
civil courts in Madrid, and eventually
was referred to the Supreme court,

“POACHER” SEIZES ;

Decamps to American Waters
While Canadians Go for
Assistance.

Alpena, Mich;, July  2.—The shing
tug R. T. Roy, of this city, whi®h was
seized last Thursday by Canadian
Pisheries Officer E. 8. Duncan, of Fil-
ton, Ont.,, while alleged to be fishing in
Canadian waters, arrived here yester-
day after a remarkable escape from
the Canadian officials,

The tug after the seizure wasg fi¥st
taken to South Bay, Manitoulin island,
and the crew there placed under ar-
rest. On Monday Officer Duncan start-
ed for Salte Ste. Marie, Ont., ‘with the
tug Enderess, towing the Roy. Late
that night the Roy went aground on
Fox island reef. .The Canadians could
not release her with the Enderess, and
therefore went to secure a larger tug.
Capt, George Whitten and the Ameri-
can ¢rew of the Roy set to work shift-
ing ballast, etc., and working the tgg
off the reef started for American wa-
ters, arriving -here yesterday after a
stoep at Detour for coal and supplies.
Capt. Whitten denies that he was
fishing in Canadian waters, Officer
Duncan left all his effects and papers
on the Roy; and they afe now in charge
of the customs officers here.

RUSSIA TO FORTIFY
EASTERN POSSESSIONS

Douma Gives Consent for Ex-
penditure of Over $300,-
000,000.

St. Petersburg, July 2.—The Douma
has adopted the bill authorizing the
expenditure of $40,000,000 for the com-
pletion of army supplies and material.
The appropiration will be devoted en-
tirely to the military needs of Trans-
baikalia, the construction .of fortifica-
tions at Vladivostock, and capacious
barracks at: Several centres, with. the
best avallable artillery equipment.
The . war office also obtained the
Douma's tentative approval of its pro-
gramme for the expenditure of a fur-
ther $100,000,000 in 1909-11 for the same
together with the estimated
expenses of building the Amur rail-
road.

The Douma already has given its
consent to the total expediture of
more than $300,000,000 to assure the de-
fense of Rusisa's far eastern posses-
sions,

GERMAN REMAINS IN AIR
FOR TWELVE HOURS

Zeppelin Balloon Attains Speed
of 34 Miles—Splendid
Qualities.

Friedrichshaven, -July 2.—A  tele-
phone message just received here from
Lucerne, Switzerland, says Count Von
Zeppelin. is. manoeuvring around that
city and the lake of Lucerne in his
steerable balloon. Large crowds, com~
posed of summer tourists and’the local
population, have gathered on the lake
front and are cheering ' the enormous
craft as it circles ‘over the lake ap-
parently under the absolute control of
its pilot.

Lucerne is about sixty-five miles as
the crow flies from ~ Friederichaven,
where . the ascent was made this fore-
noon. The Zeppelin airship reached
Basle at half past ten and Lucerne at
a quarter past twelve.

Count Zeppelin outdistanced = all
world’s records- for steerable balloons.
He remained -in the dir for twelve
hours, traversed the greater part . of
Northern: Switzerland ‘and  visited Zu-
rich and Lucerne, attaining an average
speed of 34 miles an hour. His airship
displayed splendid qualities of dirigi-
bility and answered the slightest move-
ment of the helm, ‘while its stability

“TRUE” STORY OF
REGICIDE PLOT

PROPOSAL TO WIPE OUT
ENTIRE ROYAL FAMILY

Jose de Aploim Makes Sensa-
tional Disclosures in Por-
tuguese House.

Lisbon, July 2.—Jose Marie 'de
Alpoim, chief of the Progressive dissi-
dents, smarting under the insinuations
that'he was implicated in the assassin-
ations of Lisbon last February of King
Carlos and Crown Prinee Luiz, created
a sensation in the House of Lords to-
day by revealing what he asserted to
be the true story of the regicide plot.

He asserted the assassination had
been decided upon at a meeting of the
Progressive and “Regeneration party a
few-days before they were carried out.
He charged that it was proposed to
wipe out the entire royal family with
the exception of Maria Pia, the mother
of King Caglos, but that the Monarch-
ists insistd that such a general
slaughter would be useless.

Finally Manuel Silvia Buissa and
Alfredo Costa were given $20,000 and
$10,000 respectively to kill King Carlos
and Premier Franco. Arrangements
were made by other men to cover the
flight of the assassing, but when Buissa
and Costa fired their friends lost their
heads and opened fire also.
