BLOOD. NEGOTIATIONS THAT FAILED.
J3ut the gentlemen ao spoken to were 

not willing to concur in the offers made 
by the government. They wanted a 
greater reduction made than the gov­
ernment whs willing to give. There­
fore the negotiations fell through. He 
denied emphatically that the govern­
ment had waited until after the elec­
tions before they had sought to meet 
the expectations of the people of the 
north. But matters had remained in 
statu quo until the elections took place 
in January, atic arrangements were ar­
rived at by which his honorable friend 
from Northumberland, Mr. Tweedie, 
took a seat in the government. Mr. 
Blair then proceeded to show why it 
was that the condition of the finances 
of the province would now admit of a 
reduction being made. Hon. members 
would see that the territorial revenue 
for 1889 amounted to nearly 8150,000. 
During the lumber season, now about 
closed, the crown land department had 
received information which showed that 
the lumber cut for this year would be 
many millions in excess of that of last 
year. That information was to the 
effect that at the rate of 81 per M the 
territorial revenue from all sources 
would amount to 8138 000 or 8140,000 
for the current year. This sura would 
enable the government to make 
as large appropriations for all the great 
public services, for schools, for roads 
and bridges, etc., as they had hitherto 
made.

AS TO THE CHARGE OF INCONSISTENCY

on this question, Mr. Blair challenged 
any gentleman on the floors of the 
house to point to the instance in which 
he, when speaking on behalf of the 
government, had announced that the 
government would be unwilling under 
any circumstances, or at any time, to 
meet the reasonable expectations of the 
people of the North Shore. It had al­
ways been the statement of himself and 
hia colleagues that whenever it was pos­
sible for the government to meet tho 
wishes of the people of the North 
Shore they ought to do so. Mr. Blair 
then reviewed previous discussions in 
the house on thia question, showing 
that he had always been willing, did 
circumstance! permit, to reduce the 
tax. He had made no such statement 
at Elgin as that the stumpage 
right and should be maint iiued. He 
had always believed that a stumpage 
policy was right and ought to Ьз sus­
tained, but that a rnte of 81 or $1.10 or 
81-25, and no other was right and 
should be maintained, he had never 
stated. The question of the imposi­
tion of stumpage was undoubtedly a 
matter of public policy, but as to 
whether the amount should be 80 conte 
or 81-25 was not a matter of public 
policy, but merely a matter of detail 
and administration. On the hustings 
in York hie only statement had been : 
“There was no reason why private 
owners should realize for their timber 
lands a rate of stumpage largely in ex­
cess of the rate obtainable upon crown 
lands.” He thought that w%s a reason-' 
able proposition and not irreconcilable 
with the attitude the government had 
now assumed. Mr. Blair continued 
The question of stumpage one way or 
the other had exerciced little influence 
outside of the northern counties. Cer­
tainly it had not taken a very promi­
nent part in the oi*y and county of 8t. 
John. The Appeal which the gentle­
men elected there had made to the peo­
ple was on the ground that the govern­
ment had appointed to office a 
gentleman of the Roman Catholic 
religion.
