MORE FIGHTS IN BRAZIL.

Vic'cries Over the Insurgénts in the
South.

A Holiday at' Rio When the Squadron Came
Into Port—The Poor, Battered
Aquidaban.

Rio DE JANEIRO, June 12,—The ‘‘Pertu-
guese question” has net been advanced ene
step, and it is doubtful whether it wasa
good idea to place the matter in the hands
of the British minister. The Pertuguese
minister, Conde de Paraty, left here for
Lisben on the Cenge, which sailed on
June 3. :

In the south of the republic there have
been semewhat stirring times. On the 6th
inst. Gen. Pinheiro Machado telegraphed
that the fourth brigade had come up with a

art of Gomercinde Saraiva’s forces at
l6mnpo| Novas, which had net yet cressed
the river Pelotas. An attack was immed-
iately made and was short and decisive.
It took place along the rocky margin ef the
river and in the virgin foreat, sword and
bayonet being the arms most generally
used, [The enemy, after a most ebstinate
resistance, was completely reuted, leaving
in the hands of the victera nine wagons,
three Krupp field pieces, three-Norden-
feldte, much ammunition, 500 horses, bag-
gage and arms of all descriptiens. One hun-
dred and twenty men were weounded .and
thirty killed. ' A number of the fugitives
plunged inte the river and some were
drewned in their attempt to oross it. The
government troeps lest twenty men killed,
including twe captains, and over sixty
wounded.

On the same day a rebel force under Juca
[Tigre had a slight ekirmish with the gov-
ernment troops, which resulted in the kill-
ing and wounding of & few en each side,
without gaining any permanent advan-
tage.

Germercindo and his brother, ~Apparicio
Saraiva, joined forces after cressing the
Pelotas, and have marched on to Campes de
Palmas.

In the centre of Rio Grande there have
been many small combats with unimportant
resulis. Col. Salvador Pinheiro has been
sent with a large body of men on te Mis-
sienes boundary to await the arrival of any
of the rebel forces in case they sheuld make
for that territory. On the  6th inst. the
transport Victoria lefo for Parapagua with
the Sixth Regiment of Artillery on beard,
destined for service in Parana. The steamer
Desterro also left for the sonth with a fall
complement of troops.

There seems to be a general feeling here
that a war with Argentina is very probable,
but no geod reasons are given, although the
matter is freely discussed. A naval station
has been created in Matte Gresse, on the
Argentine boundary, and a large supply ot
armament has been semt there, Judging
from the number of officers who have re-
oently been sent to that station, 1t is te be a

important one., -
esterdasy a naval engineer was sent to

Bahia to dirsct the work of fliating the
Pirating,

Congress has not yet completed the veri-
fication ef the presidential elections. A mo-
tion was put to and approved by the house
requesting the government to inform con-
gress how the 100,000 contos or reis bonus
has been applied. When the metion was
approved the president of the Banco da Re-
publica immediately tendered his resigna-
tion, en the ground that this step was an
imputation against the charactsr of the di-
rectery of the bank, seeing that the govern-
ment had intrusted the bank with the dia-
tribation ¢f the amounts. After a oconfer-
ence between the president of the republic
and the president of the bank, the resigna-
tion was withdrawn, [The informatien ask.
ed for is' now awaited.

The state of siege should end this month,
but it is very prebable that it will be carried
on much longer.

June 23 was the day fixed by the govern-
ment for the return of the squadren, and
the day was decreed a natienal heliday,
orders being issued to all the forces and for-
tified points in Rio and Nictheroy to fire a
salate of twenty-one guns.

Various popular commissions were organ-
ized to meet Admiral Gonocalves, chief of
the equadron, and the time for the entry
was announced at between 10 o’clock
and midday. The town wae well decor-
ated, and almost all business bounses were
closed.

pedo catcher which damaged vhe Aquidaban
at Santa Catharina, entvered firsv, “being
saluted by Santa Cruz, and the roar of the
artillery increased as the vessels entered one
after another, all joining in the saluting.
The rebel oruisers Republica, Irls, and
Meteoro were among these that entered.

' Lhe Aquidaban, towed by the Nictherey,

arrived about 8 o’clock the same night. The
only foreign war vessel present was the
French cruiser Duquesne, which returned
salutes as the vessels passed her.

Tho Aquidaban, or
Maio, as she is now called, entered the dock
at the Ilhadas Cobras yesterday. The dam-
age inflicted by the Sampaleis plainly visi-
ble. She was struck by the terpedo in the
bow, just below the ram, where she is, of
oourse, very narrew, probably four te five
feet from side to side-

The plates, which have been covered with
a wooden sheathing, are in this part only
halt an inoh thick, and the terpedo seems to
have pierced beth sides. Theside en which
it firsv struck (pert) has a rent of about
fifteen feet lengthwise of the vessel by
twelve feet upward frem the keel.

The other side has only a round hele of
about a foot and a half in diameter, though
the planking all round is torn off. When
the explesien eocurred,fortunately the tanks
were clesed, so that the irenclad enly went
dewn at the bow the depth ef a meter,

[TChree of the tank compartments wers ap-

rently blown out by the explesien of the

Vhitehead torpedo. ([Fhe damage is great,
but not se great as one would imagine from
an explosion of 175 pounds of gun cotten.
The deck abeve the tanks has not suffered
beyend being very slightly ourved.

It is surprising that the Aquidaban sus-
tained so little damage from cannen fire,con-
sidering that she passed between three forts
three times. She bears omly eleven slight
dents—the deepest net more than half an
inch—on her armor plate, as though a few
shells had struck her and glanced off.

One of the davits is gene, ene ventilator
is crushed, and the funnel is perferated by
8 half dezen rifle holes. Thé two forward
55-pound guns were rendered useless by the
rebels; The carriage of one of the turret
guns (122 tons) is out of erder through care-
lessness en the part of the men working the

gun.

Apart trom the damage mentioned, the
upper works and deck works are unteuched.
On her decks she had ten Nordenfeldts and
two emall quick-firing guns, For repelling
au attack from a torpedo boat she was ve
badly armed, the guns mentioned being tHe
enly light ones she had.

The assassination of the French president,
Sadi Carnot, reused a great deal of indigna-
tion here against the anarchists.

The committee appointed be consider the
introductien of the study of agriculture in
the schools, find* that the opinien of the
province seems largely in favor of this in-
troduction as evidenced by: 1. The unan-
imous reselution of the legislature to that
effect. 2. The repeated representatiens on
the subject made by the Manitoba Central
Farmers’ institute. 3. The views obtained
by members of the comwittes from promin-
ent farmers and’others in the prevince. Ac-
cordingly the committee recommends:

1. That a shert course be adopted for use
in the third reader classes of the public
schools, consisting of simple descriptions ef
the best known plants of Manitoba, of the
the wild fruits of Manitoba, of the useful
farm plants adapted to the province, of the
commoner hurtful weeds,and also of the na-
tive trees of the provinoe, Fer this clasa it
is suggested that shert talks be intreduced
on the snbject of trees and garden oculture.
It is recommended also that practical teach-
ing in the gathering and preserving of wild
flowers, and alse in the planting of and
care of trees in the scheol grounds and
abdut the heuse of the pupils be given in
this class,

2. That a oceurse be also adepted for
fourth beok classes of easy lessons in agri-
culture, In the opinion of your committee
this should include a short course of simple
_experimental science, practically and very
cheaply illustrated te enmable pupils
to know the main facts as te air,
water, and = the 'more frequently
occurring elements in the . soil, embracing
alse plant growsh, preparing ef the prairje
for the seed, the principles of drainage, till-
age of the seil, the enemies et the crop, such
as weedes, plant diseaves, insects, frest,
gophers and birds; description of the ani-
mals of the farm, as well as something of
dairying and tree planting.

3. In the opinion of your committee these
subjects, if properly taught, will be intense-
ly interesting to the Tnplln, and if added so
as to give, say, two lessons a week during
the years of the third and fourth reader
classes, will give a somewhat complete
course of nature study, most useful te all
classea of pupils, and suitable to our cendi-
tions as an agricultural province.

4, Your committee is of the opinion that
the teaching in these subjects should
be practical, and free from~ techni-
calities, for its members are en-
tirely opposed te the memorizing of
mere formal propesitions, dry details and
dreary commen-places, which eonly tend to
make nature study repulsive and se worse
than useless.

5. Your committeee, fully aware that sug-
cess or failure in this matter almost entirel:
depends on the fitness and earnestness of
the teachers, also recommends that practi-
cal study of this course be intreduced .in
the Proviacial Nermal school; the third
class Normal schools and Teachers’ institu-
tes; and that the department of education
be requested to make adequate provision for
such instruction. - :

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A PLEASANT TRIP

From Wickham to Fredericton on
the Olivette.

What a Sun Cerrespondent Heard
and Saw.

Colwell’s Creek — The Gagetown Canal —
**Charley Taylor Just a Lovely Man.”

FrEpERIOTON. July 26.—**Captain E, W.
Dingee and Cbariey Taylor, his mate, and
in tact the whole orew ef the steamer
Olivette are the most accommodating people
on the river.” This was the honest remark
of a large produce shipper down in Wick-
bam, made the other day while a SuN rep-
resentative was peacefully basking himself
in a southerly breeze blowing fresh frem
Spoon island. This remark roused the lazy
pencil pusher and he opened his ear to hear]
what would foliow. It was seme surprise
for him to hear the Olivette put before the
other river boas, but jusi t the whistle
blew, the steamer under  discussion was
coming round the point and the cenversation
thus interrupted was not resumed. Day’s
wharf is a pleasant spot about ferty-
five miles from Fredericton and a little less
frem St. John. It is situated' on the eut-
let of the Washademoak, ameng the numer-
ous islands, inlets and lakes, where the
stranger would soon get lost and emtangled
in the many creeks, coves anrd water ceiirses
which abound in this great hay preducing
district. The steamer Olivette, in order te
accemmodate this rich preductive district,
which lies en the ‘east, or Wickham and
Cambridge side, of the river St. John,makes
a deteur from the main river channel up
mouth of the Washademoak, teuching at
Belyea’s wharf, Wateon’s -and Day’s in
Wickham, and thence through Colwell’s
creek, around the east side of Muequash
Island, touching at Colwell’s wharf in Cam-
bridge, and taking the main channel again
at Slipp’s just opposite the greve eof birch
trees which tep the hill that marks the half
way peint between Fredericton and S,
John. Besides giving accommedation te a
large number of people in Wickbam and
QOambridge, this little detour is ene of the
prettiest sails on the river., [The sightseer
gebts a better idea of the vastness of the
waters of the 8t. John river. To the west
lie namereue hay producing intervals and
islands breken by lakes, lageens and inlets,
and on the northeast the bread waters of
the Washademoak stretch out in summer
placidness. The steamer carried her flags,
which always denotes the presence of some
distinguished passenger or & bride and
groom, This time it proved to
be the - latter. Mr., Ward and
Mi¥s Cuorrier had been made one
in St. Johm thap merning before the depar-
ture of the Olivette and were on their way
home to Oremocte.  The active orew of the
steamer had partaken of the hospitalities ef
the groom, drank the health eof the bride
and hoisted the vessel’s flags in token of
the honesty of their toast.

The truth ef the remarks quoted above
was Impressed upsn THE SUN man as he
boarded the steamer, for her lower decks,
fore and aft, were ed with boxes, bar-
rels and freight of all descriptions, and the
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passengers. A party of thh ol
tourists also had possession of the harricane
deck, and it was difficult to tell which they
enjoyed meost, the grand pioturesqueness
and beauty of the river and country, the hot
summer sun. and soft westerly breeze, or
the pleasures of their own society. They
seemed to be happy and enjeying them-
selves, and that was-just what pleased Capt.
Dingee and Charley :Taylor, his pepular
mate. [The former took an extra smeke in
the wheel house as he sailed up Fex’s
Reach, and the latter could be heard hum-
ming stanzas to his ‘‘Sweet Marie,” as
he passed aleng the deck looking after the
comfort of his passengers.

At Scovil’s the Olivette again leaves the
main river. Instead ef turning to the right
around “Ne Man’s Friend” the steamer
steers satraight on up through Gagetewn
creek and teuches at the big wharf at the
shiretown of Queens, of which Capt. Bren-
nan of the May Queen has so long had the
monepoly.

The amount of frejght handled at the
wharf and the stops the steamer made be-
fere it passed out of the canal inte the main
river again ‘“fully justified the captain’s
remark., Feor the last twenty years or more
the river steamers have not run threugh
this canal. The channel i narrew and
crooked, but there are people here whe have
freight to ship, and this is what the
Star line people are after. The Olivette
now is to run this route every trip.
Once out of the canal,the steamer’s next im-
pertant stop is Upper Gagetown. Thisis a
popular summer resort, and at each call by
the river steamers the visitors all come out

-te welcome the boat and hear the news. From

Upper Gagetown to MoGowan’s is five miles,
and no stop. While sitving en the shady side
of the steamer along here, a lady near me
said to her friend: ‘*Mr. Tayler, the mate,
is just a lovely man. The other day I went
down river with twe lady friends. One ef
them dreaded to geb out in a small beat. I
spoke te Mr. Tayler and he at once get
Capt. Dingee’s consent to land us at the
wharf. = All of our people travel in the Oli-
vette now.” -Thisis prebably the key to
the growing popularity of this steamer. The
public are learning that the captain and his
crew are as obliging to the patrons of the
beat a8 they are careful of the interests of
the company they reprenent.

The Oat Crop and,the Insect.

To the Hditor of The Sun:

Sir—I noticed a paragraph in your issue
of the 25tb, regarding the insect that 1is
damaging the eat crof to some extent this
season, and cepled frem the Weodsteck
Press. [The article is to a great extent mis-
leading, and shews lack of practioal obser-
vation on the part of the writer. New, sir,
the inseot as it appears in Kings county is
a varlety of commen plant aphis or green
louse, which is viviparous without wings
until th:ﬂ:ovul:'th mﬁ‘:’loh'll“;ln a
winged varievy pr s W s laying’
eggs, soatters the race wherever foed can be
eghlnqd. One can easily und how
raﬁdly the pest can muliply under favor.
able surroundings. 'he b is about the

size of the cemmon sand fles, and
can be readily seenm on turaing u

the under side of an infected leaf,
They are true sap suckers and affect the
plant exactly as & number of leeches wonld
the human body, by sacking the blood, des-
troying the vitality. They have a proboseis
with sharp extremity which, piercing the
leaf, enables them to extract the sap. It
is absurd to talk abeut their poisoning the
plant. The blighted appearance is caused
by the loss of sap. This insect Infests all
kinds of soft wooded plants, and is always
among oate to a greater or less ¢Xient, so
that the idea of ite being a special pest is
erroneous, But the dry season of this year
ia the cause of their great prevalence, as a
heavy rain would, by washing them off ' and
preventing their feeding, destroy the greater
number and prevent any great increase. ‘As
regards remedies, a heavy rain of several
days duration wenld be the most effactive,
and in fact the only practical -one,
as  the infecticides wused fer this
form of insect life would be too
expensive to apply to general crops
It is entirely useless to apply peisens in any

way, and besides - would be dangerous to
uze, [The early sown grain does not appear
to be affer as much as the later, & =)
it has obtained a greater growth and vitai-
ity; having a good starb in the wet seaton it
covered vhe ground, and is net so much
affscted by . the dreuth; consequently the
work of the aphis, which is undoubtedly as
plentifal ameng it, is‘not so noticeable.

HE IS A KING.

An Afriean Prince Leaves America for
the Dark Continent.

SPRINGFIELD, July 26,—Prince Besolo,
26 years old, soun of the late King Abmah of
the Veit tribe in Africa, whe was converted
to Christianity and left the dark continent
for KEurope to esca the wrath of
his people,has been notified of hia reinstate-
menb to the threne. - He sails tomorrow
from New York on steamship Lucania for
England, where he will visit Qaeen Victeria,
and deliver a course of lectures before going
to Africa.

Besolo’s father was a great trader. In
1867 he sent his son and heir to the coast to
learn the English language, that he might
act as interpreter with other traders.
While there the boy met Amer-
iean missienaries and was - converted
to Christlanity by Rev. M. L. Roberts.
The father died broken-hearted, and: the
Liberlan government appointed Armah’s
brother; Dualuea, to the throne, The boy
came to this country, and after a course of
private tutoring entered Wilbraham aca-
demy. In 1892 he envered Williams college.
Five months age he came to this city, since
which time he has spoken in many churches,
Recently he was notified that his uncle had
lost bis influence over the tribe, and that
his country was impoverished by interna-
tional wars. The people are clamoring for
the young prince to return. He accerdingly
has decided te ge. :

WaAsHINGTON, July 26,—The sub-commit-
tee of the committee on emigration, which
had charge of Rev. Mr. Lackwood’s bill te
proteot American laber on the berders, re-
porteil it favorably te the full committee
today with several changes, It forbids the
employment in the United States of persons
who retain foreign residences, and is aimed
against Canadians and Mexicans who ceme
across tue borders to werk, and imposes
heavy penalties upen their employers.
