Routine news in August show-
ed a net gain of over $1-milllon bring-
ing the increase in net for 2 months,
including the Puget Sound Extension
up to more than $2-million. The
strength of the Reading issues was
accompanied by reiteration of the
reports of the forthcoming “melon-
cutting,” but these were not serious-
1y received. With the good news out
Canadian Pacific developed a reac-
tionary tendency of general realizing.
The entire list preserved a good un-
dertone and gave promise of a furth-
er advance.
