EIGHT HOUR WEEK AGREED UPON

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Committee of International Labor Conference Expects to 

Make Its Report Today—Compromise Proposal Will’be 
Recommended With Provisos When Law or Agree­
ments Effect Status.

Washington, D. C„ Not. 11.—(n, 
The Canadian Press staff correepond- 
eat).—Alter tw*o weeks consideration, 
after many caucuees and changea on 
the Bight Hour Day, the committee 
of the International Labor 
emce expects to publish its report to­
morrow. Ae forecaeted (unleso there 
should be further changes in the in­
terval), the committee will recommend 
the compromise proposal of an Eight 
Hour Day and a Forty-Right Hour 
week, with the proviso that the Fight 
Hour Day may become a nine hour day 
where “by law, custom or agreement 
between employons and workers’ or­
ganization a. the hours of work onone 
or more daÿfc of the week are lees than 
eight."

This provision has particular refer­
ence to countries where the half-day 
Saturday Is In force. A further clause 
which has ben added, provides that In 
exceptional cases agreements between 
workers and employons’ organizations 
may extend the dally limit of working 
hours, but the average number of 
hours storked, over the number of 
Jweekfl covered by an arrangement 
must not exceed forty-eight.

Overtime will be authorized in cer 
Jain exceptional cases. Regulations, 
It Is proposed, shall fix the maximum 
hours of overtime In each case. The 
rate of overtime pay is not to be less 
than time and a quarter.

An awkward problem before the

committee has been that of tropical 
countries and countries where indus­
tries are in an undeveloped state. Such 
countries, under the Peace Treaty, are 
entitled to special consideration, and 
their governments have objected to be­
ing brought under the Eight H»ur Day. 
In the case of Japan, the fight for 
special treatment led to a battle 
among the Japanese delegates them­
selves, with China an interested on­
looker. Caught in the swirl of Western 
Ideas, Japanese wenters mane & mu 
for the eight hour day. Japanese em­
ployers stood out for an eleven hour 
day. The Japanese Government vain­
ly tried to meet the two. There la now 
a likelihood, It Is stated tonight, that 
the Japanese may come to an agree­
ment among themaelves on the basis 
of a compromise suggested by Mr. 
Barnes, government delegate from 
Great Britain. Under this arrange- 
ment Japanese workers would have a 
nine hour day witik an hour a day over 
time permitted during the next five 
years. This arrangement would apply 
to Industrial establishments generally. 
In the case of the silk trade, however, 
a ten hour day would be permrtted.

China (which has sent none but gov- 
ernment delegates to the conference) 
Is asking to be exempted altogether 
from restrictions on hours of labor. 
To this Japan has objected. Workers 
in India receive a concession of two 
hours a day.
