BALKAN WAR CLOUD.

The despatches today indicate the pos-
sibility—one might almost say the prob-
ability—of war in the Balkans. For unless
other European powers take a hand and
insist upon peace, and the carrying out
of “the promised reforms in the Mace-
donw.n provinces, there is likely to be a
‘war involving Turkey and Bulgaria.

The fragmentary despatches of the last
week have shown that there has been
some fighting between Turks and Al
banians, and a despatch from Sofia says
that Russia has officially informed the
Bulgarian government that any encourage-
ment given by Bulgaria for the renewal of
the insurrection in Mecedonia. will be re-
garded as an act of hostility Fhich will
be promptly and forcibly resented. But
Russia has too large a contract in the far
ec‘ist to be able to participate very effec-
tively in_a war nearer home. Austria 'is
the other power chiefly interested, but
Italy, France and even England might
decide to intervene in the interests of
peace.

In view of the present situation a re-
view of the conditions of the past two
years. will be of value to our readcrs.

.- The Macedonian_provinces are in the
north of Turkey, on the borders of Bul-
garia. The Christian population of these
provinces has been at variance for years
with the Mohommedan Turks, although
‘the fact that they are nominally Chris-
tians does not imply that they are very
nuch better than their neighbors. = They
are, in fact, a turbulent and fighting race,
eager to throw off their allegiance to the
Sultan. In this they have been secretly
encouraged by the Bulgarians, wha have
also furnished them with arms and sup-
plies. Each® succeeding spring for several
.years has witnessed outbreaks that threat-
ened the peace of Europe. Both sides
manifested ferocious cruelty, Throughout
the year 1902 the Macedonian revolution-
ary committee, with its headquarters in
Bulgaria, organized bands which went into
Macedonia to provoke if possible a general
rising of the pzople. There were many col-
lisions between these bands and the troops
of the Sultan, and the situation became so
serious that Russia and Austria inter-
vened, and through ' their .influence a
scheme of reform was promulgated by those
powers. This was in December, 1902.. The
Russian foreign minister went to Vienna,
to Belgrade in Servia, and to Sofia in
Bulgaria. He impressad upon Servia and
Bulgaria the importance of checking any

‘movement in those countries in favor of

Macedonia, and in February—a year ago
last Wednesday—the programme of re-
forms drawn up by Austria and Russia
was presented to the other great powers
for their approval. All of them accepted
it, except that England reserved the right
to make further suggestions if the scheme
failed. Turkey also agreed, as usual. The
scheme provided for an inspector general
‘in the revolutionary provinces, the reor-
ganization of the gendarmerie, and tax re-
form.

But no means was provided to enforce
these reforms, and the Turk, with prover-
bial indifference, did nothing 3t all. More-
over, the revalutionists were not content
in any case, for their aim was independ-
- ence. To secure it they were ‘willing to
embroil all Europe. More bands  were
organized, and more fighting occurred.
The fanatical Albanians showed their dis-
_approval of any scheme of reform by at-
-tacking the town of Mitrovitza, where one
of their soldiers shot the Russian consul.
Russia- demanded satisfaction, and the
murderer was executed and an.apology
rendered. Turkish troops were sent against
the Albanians, 4nd atrocious acts of veng-
ence were committed on both sides, in-
cluding the attempt of the insurgents to
blow up buildings in Salonika with dyna-|
mite. :

Turkey accused Bulgaria of inciting the
insurgents to rebellion, and Bulgaria re-

| plied with the * charge that the Turks

treated every person of Bulgarian nation-
ality as a rebel. The revolution spread,
and in August the Russian consul at
Monastir, who was charged with sym-
pathizing with the insurgents was murder-
ed by a Turkish gendarme. Russia sent
warships to support her demands for
satisfaction, which were quicidy conceded,
but the insurgents took courage from the
presence! of the Russian ships and com-
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witted further acts of ¥iplende against “fhe]
kas, The Sultan sent more troops, bat
the insurrection spread, and even Bulgaria
began to mobilize troops. In September
Jast Bulgaria addressed a note to the pow-
ers, calling attention:'to the terrible state
of affairs in Macedonia, and intimating
that if no other course- were open she
would herself take the field against Tur-
key. This brought matters to a crisis, and
the powers made representations to Con-
stantinople and Sofia, condemning the ex-
cesses on both sides and demanding the
execution of the reforms. There were fur-
ther negotiations, and in the latter part
of October last a mew programme of re-
form was issued Dy Austria and Russia.
It pravided for the appointment of Aus-
trian and Russian assessors to the inspec-
tor general, and the reorganization of the
gendarmerie by a FEuropean officer, the
repatriation of refugees, and other meas-
ures. y :

It is needless to say that these reforms
have not been e¢arried out. The first -at-
tempt has caused another outbreak by the
fanatical Albanians. The Macedonian
‘leaders Zontscheff and Sarafof . declare
that bands of insurgents will be reas-
sembled as soon as spring opens. Bulgaria
is voting extraordinary war credits, and
reorganizing her army. Turkey has sent a
note to the powers protesting against the
warlike attitude of Bulgaria. Russia is en-
grossed in the war with Japan, and this
fact doubtless explains the more defiant
attitude of both Turkey and Bulgaria.

Unless, therefore other European powers
take vigorous action, there is great and
imminent danger of a war that would be
marked on both sides by savage cruelty,
born of the mutual hatred of long years.

VERY SILLY ABUSE.

On the morning after the election The
Telegraph mentioned some of the catses
of the Liberal defeat. Chief among them
ia named the Grand Trunk Pacific echeme,
Pbut ‘also referred to weveral other mat-
ters. ' Among minor causes of disaffection
it mentioned Mr. Fielding’s course while
acting minister of railways.

that such a support is purchased too dear-
ly. We know they will. - It wee time to
«crush. come of this St. John monopoly.
Mr. Fielding’s cource of simple justice, on
the admission of The Telegraph, weakened
the government there, but Halifax elee'tots
will note the fact and remember when i:e
time comes that it nwas the government’s

bold determination to do justice by Hali-
fax and abolish the St. John monopoly
that has lcst them the seat. Other con-
stituzncies beside Halifax will not forget
this and will, with Halifax, heartily up-~
port the government for its action, despite
the bulldozing and the revolt of St. John.

It seems that the only way ‘‘the sympathy
of people” in ‘St. John, to’use The Tele-
graph’s expression, can be aroused is by
the feeding of them constantly at the pub-
lic trough. Well, indeed, is thia attitude
described as Loggish, and the city named
“‘hog-towm.”

We may be permitted to hope that
neither the Recorder nor the Chronicle
voicew the real feeling of the citizens of
Halifax with regard to St. John. There is
p~ disposition cn the pamt of the people
of this cidy to profit unfairly at the ex-
pense of Halifax in amy respect whatever.
The two cities -4re in a sense commercial
rivals, but it is not and should not be an
unfriendly rivalry,” What St. John has
won as a trade centre is partially due to its
poiition, but more to the enterprise of its
pecple, who lLave not hesitated to epend
their own money, mot only to equip the
port but the - prejudices
aroused by enemies of the port, among
whom we would be very sorry to include
the people of Halifax. The sneers of the
Recorder and the Chronicle at the harbor
of St. John have lest their sting, inasmuch
as every mariner knowss that in safety f
approach, and in facilities for handling
cargo, up to the limit of its present ac-
commodation, St. John harbor does not
suffer by comparison with others. And we
have now the iestimony of the transporta-
tion commission, which has advised the
government to grant aid for the further
development of facilitiee on' the water
front.

Our mneighbors of the Halifax press
would be better employed in urging their
fellow catizens to emulate the example of
St. John, rather than in abusing the peo-
ple of this city and hurling epithete at
imaginary lions in the pathway of their
own' development.

sales. Instead of an increase in exports,
there was a decrease fram 1892 to 1895 of
$250,000,000. Instead of greater prosperity
for everybody, the country witnessed the
almost unheard-of spectacle of a falling off
in the total amount of savings bank de-
posite. © Between 1896 and 1897 actually
less than 250 miles were added to the rail-
road mileage of the republic. In 1893 there
occurred in the United States no less than
15,250 business failures, involving liabilities
to the amount of $350,000,000—a record
never equailed before or since.

“In response to your note of the 12th

China during the existing war, I beg to
say that the imperizl government, sharing
~with the government of the United States
in the fullest measure the desire to avoid
as much as possible any disturbance of
the onderly condition of affains now pre-
vailing in China, are prepared to respect
the neutrality and admlmstranve entity of
China outside the regions occupied by Rus-
gia as long as Russia, making a similar
engagement, fulfills in good faith the terms
and conditions of such engagement.”

On Feb. 19 the following answer was re-
ceived from the Russian government:—

“The imperial government shares com-
pletely the desire to insure tranquility of
China, is ready to adhere to an under-
standing with other powers for the pur-
pose of safeguarding the neutrality of that
empire on the follawing conditions:—

“Firet, China must herself strictly ob-
serve ah the clauses of neutrality.

“Secondly, the Japanese government
must loyally observe the engagement en-
tered into with the pevers, as well as the
principles generally recognized by the law
of nationa.

“Thirdly, that it is well understood that
neutrahzzmon in no caee can be extended
to Manchuria, the territory of which, by
the force of evembs wlﬂheerve as the field
of military operations.”

On the same day the state department
sent the following telegram to the gov-
ermments of Russia end- Japan, communi-
cating its: purport to the other powers c-
terested : —

“The answer of the Russian govemmen*
is viewed as responsive to the proposal
made by the United States as well as by
the other powems, and this governmeat
will have pleasure in communicating it
forthwith to the governmnts of China and
Japan, each of which has already informed
us of its adherence to the principles set
forth in our circular proposal.”

Siberian Railway Not Equal to Transporta-
tion Task.

Berlin, Feb. 22—The Militar Woochen-
blatt, the organ of the German general
staff, has published an article discussing
.!;ussia"s prospects of reinforcing her army
in East Asia. The paper takes a pessi-
mistic view of the capacity. of the Trans-
Siberian railroad, and especially of the
section crossing ‘Lake Baikal, where, it
says, the difficulties to be overcome are
enormous. The limited capacity of the
line is said to be a much more serious
matter than the threatened damage to it
by natives.

The paper estimates the present troop-
mm‘mg capacity of the railpoad from Rus-
sia’s experience of lazst summer in mov-
ing two brigades to Tschita, east of Lake
Bajkal, which swas only accomplished at
the rate of 8% miles an hour. At this
rate, it would take 36 days to convey
25,000 men from the Ural mountains to
Mukden or Vladivostock.

The paper assumes the present strength
of the Russian army in Kastern Asia to
be 158,761 men, and upon the foregoing
estimate of time required to move troops
it declares it will take until' April 20 for
Russia to raise the strength of her East
Asidtic army to 233,000 men.

Track Across Lake Baikal Laid. .

St. Petersburg, - Feb. 22—Prince Khil-
koff, minister of railroad communication,
has proceeded for Manchuria from Irk-
utsk, after having seen the railroad on the
ice across lake Baikal was laid. He was
personally entrusted with $250,000 to ei-
tect the expeditious termination of this
work. Prince Khilkoff reports that the
Siberian railroad is able to move 20,000
a day to their destination, but that the
transit from western p'nnts to the Far
East will require six weeks. Hearty man-
ifestations of patriotism are reported.

A vast quantity of American food-
stuffs is now afloat, destined for both Rus-
sin and Japan, and it is prebable that the
question will be very epeedily raised as
to whether or not these supplies are con-
traband of war. The United States in
recent years ingi-ted that foedstuffs were
not contraband, and could no: be seized
by a belhgemnb unless it were shown that
the goods were consigned to or clearly in-
tended for a belligerent.
