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British North America Act to byild a 
mile of railway outside the territory of 
Ontario.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier.—Hear, hear.
Mr. Pugsley.r—That is absolutely pro­

vided for by the terms of the British 
North America Act. In subsection 10 of 
section 92, of that Act, are set out the 
works which are assigned to the prov­
inces:

“Local works and undertakings other 
than such as are of the following classes— 

“Lines of steam or other ships, rail­
ways, canals, telegraphs and other works 
and undertakings, connecting the province 
with "any other or others of the prov­
inces, or extending beÿond the limits of 
the provinces/’

Any railway which extends beyond the 
limits of the province, is within the exclu­
sive jurisdiction of the dominion parlia­
ment. But, then it may be said: This j 
parliament can authorize the government ! 
of Ontario to build its railway in the ter- ! 
ritory of another province. I doubt that,
Mr. Speaker. I do not think there can 1 
be any ground for that contention, be­
cause while I think parliament might au­
thorize a company to build a railway there, 
and undoubtedly it could, yet the govern­
ment of Ontario cannot construct a rail- ; 
way without public money ; and I think it, 
goes without saying, that this parliament ! 
could not empower the province of On- j 
tario to expend the public moneys of that 
province in the construction of a rail­
way which the legislature of Ontario it- j 
self could not authorize.

It would be a most anomalous proposi- ! 
tion that this parliament should authorize ! 
the government to pay provincial money 
for the construction ^f a public work 
which the legislature of the province itself 
could not authorize. I take it that there 
can be no doubt whatever that the govern­
ment of Ontario would have no power to 
construct a railway outside of the limits 
of the province of Ontario as is propesed 
by this order in council. So, I believe,
Sir James Whitney has acted wisely in in­
sisting that he should get this grant of 
over 760,OCK^ acres and this waterfront up­
on the Nelson river ancTHudson bay with­
out being bound to build what he knows 
that his government cannot build, a rail­
way through the territory of the province 
of Manitoba. It may be said that it is 
intended that this would be to enable the 
province of Ontario to give a grant to a 
railway company to build such a line.

That is not the order in council; it is 
that the grant shall be made to the prov­
ince of Ontario or a public commission or 
public corporation for that purpose. It is 
a grant to the public of Ontario, the road 
must be built out of the public money of 
the province of Ontario; and, as I have 
said,- it seems to me there is no authority 
for the government of Ontario to build 
such a line of railway. I would ask my 
hon. friend the minister of railways if he 
has had a report yet as to where, in case 
the terminus of the Hudson Bay railway 
is to be upon the Nelson river as to which 
Side of the river these terminals should 
be constructed ?

Mr. Cochrane.—Judging from the re­
port that was in, on the west side would 
be best—the far side from here.

Mr. Pugsley.—The hon. gentleman says 
‘Judging from the report that was in,’ the 
west side would be beet. It does seem to 
me that Until that matter is positively de­
termined, it might hamper moat seriously 
the operation of ‘this government in con­
nection with the construction of the Hud­
son Bay railway to give away to a prov­
incial government some ten miles of 
terfront which it might or might not util­
ize for railway terminal purposes.

Mr. Cochrane.—We would take good 
care of that.

Mr. Pugsley.—The hon. gentleman 
not ‘take good care of that/ because he < 
and the government have bound them- ! 
selves, and when we pass this bill parlia-1 
ment will have bound itself, in good faith 1 
to give the government of Ontario 
miles along the eastern shore of the Nel­
son river, whether that is or is not the 
best place to establish terminals in 
nection with the Hudson Bay railway. In 
saying that ‘they will take care of that’ 
he is simply saying that he will break 
faith with the province of Ontario, with 
which, in order to induce- them to be 
& consenting party, they have arranged 
to give this land.

Mr. Broder.—Does the hon. gentleman 
(Mr. Pugsley) mean to say that the dom­
inion cannot run a road where it likes?

Mr. Pugsley.—Undoubtedly it can, but 
it is not proposed that the dominion shall 
build the road. It is proposed that the 
Ontario government shall*build it.

Mr. Broder.—I xyiderstand the hon. 
gentleman to argue that if the province 
owned this it might hamper the domin­
ion’s right to get the port.

A Possible Complication.
Mr. Pugsley.—What I say is that the 

dominion might build, but that if this 
land is given away to Ontaria and it 
out that this, is the place where the ter- j 
minais should be, then the government, : .
in connection with the Hudson Bay rail- j 
way, raüst settle with the province of j 
Ontario before they can fix their termin­
als there.

Now, I did not intend to take up so 
much time; I regret that I have spoken 
at such length upon this subject. But it j 
is one of a great deal of importance, one, j 
I think, of vast importance. I think we 
ought not to deal with the matter by 
piecemeal. We are brought today by 
this bill, face to face with very import­
ant changes in the constitution of several 
provinces. We are called upon to consent 
to the enlargement of the boundaries of i 
the provinces. Important questions are | 
raised. It does seem to that the only j 
satisfactory way in which these questions j 
can be dealt with is to treat all the prov- ! 
inces of Canada as being interested in j 
them.

All the provinces today are interestesd 
in the public lands. All the provinces, ; 
of course, are interested in the amount of 
money that is given by way of subsidies.
The only satisfactory way in which to 
deal with that is to call together the pre­
miers of the different provinces, just as 
was done in 1906, and ask them in con­
sultation with this government to take up 
all these questions, all questions which 
are outstanding between these provinces, 
and reach a settlement upon some broad 
national basis which will relieve all causes 
of dissatisfaction and cause the people to 
feel that complete justice has been done 
to each province and to the people of Can­
ada as a whole.

I arguèd thfe., other day that in dealing 
with this question we ought also to deal 
with the daims of the older provinces not 
only. with reference to financial matters 

; also .with Reference, to the question of 
representation. My right hon. friend the 
prime' minister (Mr. Borden) seemed im­
pressed to a certain extent, I do not know 

. how far, with the reasonableness of that 
contention, but he said: We will deal with 
thjw, by and bye. Although we are giving 
to Manitoba this large amount of monoy 
in lieu of public lands, and taking back, 
from her the swamp lands, yet in the 
sweet by and bye we are going to propose 
to parliament a measure which will enable 
us to hand over to those three provinces 
all their lands and timber and miner.Us 
and other natural resources, and he says 
that will be the time to deal out justice 
to the maritime provinces ! As a repre­
sentative of one of the maritime provinces,
I declare that in my opinion now is the 
time to deal out justice to the maritime 
provinces, because this government is ask­
ing parliament to make great constitu­
tional changes with regard to several of 
the provinces. 0

We are asked to extend the boundaries 
of the province of Manitoba beyond what 
those boundaries were when she became a 
member of the confederacy. The govern­
ment are asking parliament to alter the 
terms of the Union so far as Manitoba is 
concerned, and1 therefore to alter the con­
stitution in relation to that province. In 
regard to Ontario, they are asking parlia­
ment to alter the constitution because 
when Ontario came into the confederacy 
under the terms of the British North 
America Act it was a province with a 
limited area. My right hon. friend and 
his colleagues are asking parliament to 
alter the constitution of Ontario in refer­
ence to its boundaries, and to add some­
thing like 200,000 square miles to the area 
of that province. He is also asking par­
liament to do what he knows in law will 
be the effect to hand over to the province 
about 200,000 square miles of land which 
today iâ the property of the whole people 
of Canada. He is asking us to do the 

thing in respect to the province of 
Quebec. If ever there was a time when 
the voice of the smaller provinces should 
be heard, when the voice of the people of 
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince 
Edward Island, which went into the union 
upon certain terms, should be heard, that 
time is now. The people of these prov­
inces have a right to (Haim that their re­
presentation should be attended to.

Lots in Representation.
- My right hon. friend knows as well as 
I do the intense feeling of dissatisfaction 
which exists among the people of the 
lower provinces at the loss of representa­
tion. As a result of the census which has 
just taken place, New Brunswick will lose 
two more representatives, Nova Scotia will 
lose two more, and the province of Prince 
Edward Island, which rçfused to come 
the confederacy unless it had a represen­
tation of six members, will find its repre­
sentation, as a result of the last census, 
reduced to three. As each decennial cen­
sus takes place, with the wonderful de­
velopment of the province of Quebec, with 
the growth of its great cities, particularly 
of Montreal, with the establishment and 
growth of scores of manufacturing towns 
throughout that province which are rapidly 
progressing, the maritime provinces, not­
withstanding that we may get some in­
creased prosperity, and we are all looking 
forward honefully to it, must fall behind 
in representation. The fathers of confed­
eration, seeing that that might possibly 
take place, put in the act, sub-section 4 of 
section 61, a clause which they thought 
would be a safeguard against any decrease 
in representation and they provided that 
unless the population of à province rela­
tively to the other provinces of Canada 
(and the act speaks of the four provinces) 
falls below one-twentieth, there shall be 
no lose of representation notwithstanding 
that Quebec may have increased more rap­
idly than any one of the original prov­
inces of the confederacy.

Owing to the rapid development of the 
northwest and to the bringing in of por­
tions of those territories, and their crea­
tion into provinces, with a rapid increase 
iir population, the benefit of that safe-6, 
guard has been swept away from us. 
Therefore all we can look forward to in 
the future is that there shall go on, ax 
each decennial census takes place, a %de- 
crease in the representation of these prov- 
incs in the house of commons.

There is another very great objection 
to this bill: It can only be considered 
by this parliament in connection with the 
order in council which jvas passed by the 
government not long ago and which was 
recently read in this house by my right 
hon. friend (Mr. Borden.) Hon. gentlemen 
will find that order in, council in Han­
sard beginning at page 3972. It provides 
that the province of Ontario shall be given 
a strip of land about 240 miles in length 
and about five miles in width from the 
western boundary of Ontario through the 
province of Manitoba to the mouth of the 
Nelson river, and then extending for ten 
miles up the east side of the Nelson river, 
or upon the Neleon river and I am sure 
that my right hon. friend (Mr. Borden) 
will agree with that view, that if we adopt 
this bill we also agree to the terms of 
the order in council which was brought 
down by the right hon. gentleman as giv­
ing the settlement which has taken place 
between the governments of Ontario and 
Manitoba and this government, in respect 
to boundaries. It seems to me that that 
provision has many objections. To begin 
with it ie projecting the ownership of one 
province into the territory of another.

It is not merely giving a right of way 
for a railway, because the right of way 
for a railway need not be over 200 feet 
wide, but, for some reason or other which 
has not been explained to the house, it is 
giving Ontario a strip of‘land in the terri­
tory of Manitoba five miles wide and 
about 240 miles in length1: Because if hon. 
gentlemen will look at tEè map, they will 
see that that land ëxteijpr for -about ‘240 
miles from what will /be the western 
boundary of Ontario to the mouth of the 
Nelson river. It comprises about 768,000 
acres of land which is not the property of 
Manitoba—it is proposed to pay in lieu of 
it—but the property of the Dominion of 
Canada. What warrant is there for ray 
right hon. friend (Mr. Borde A) to give 
away 768,000 acres of the land of the peo­
ple of Canada to one province without 
compensation to the dominion treasury, 
and without consulting the other prov­
inces ? And bear in mind, Mr. Speaker, 
this land is not to be selected by the 
ister of the interior of this government, it 
ie to be selected by the government of On­
tario which can put its surveyors and en­
gineers in there, and let them examine as 
to the mineral deposits; and we know that 
Providence has been marvellously gener­
ous, eo far as minerals are concerned, in 
our great northern land. Furthermore, 
the province of Ontario has five years 
within which to select that land. And,
Sir, although it ie put forth in the recital 
of the orders in council that this is in 
some way for the purpose of encouraging 
the extension of the Ontario government 
railway to ÏTüdson bay, /he only condition 
attached to the grant is that the province 
is to make a selection within five years.
The moment it doee so, that land becomes 
the property of Ontario for all time to 
come and the province need never build 
one milç of railway.

Now I ask my right hon. friend (Mr.
Borden) how he can justify that? Surely, 
if the government of Ontario want to 
build a railway to Hudson bay, and it has 
the power to do so, the government ought 
to have stipulated that the province must 
begin the construction within five years, 
or ten years, or 100 years if it is thought 
100 years would be reasonable, and I am 
not sure but what it would be. I am not 
sure that it will not be 100 years before 
the government of Ontario ever thinks 
seriously of building a railway from Coch­
rane-named after my hon, friend (Mr.
Cochrane) and well named after him, too, 
because it is a good*, thrifty town. In 
view of the Hudson bay railway being 
built, in view of connections being made 
between the city of Winnipeg and Hudson 
Bay railway, I do not think that for a 
great many years to come the province of 
Ontario will find very pressing need of ex­
tending its own railway im that direction.
And Sir James Whitney has been shrewd 
enough to stipulate that the grant shall 
be made to the province absolutely free of 
any condition whatever, and all that On­
tario will 'have/to do will be 
select its land somewhere within £0 miles 
of the shores of Hudson bay, elect its 
768,000 acres, and its ten miles along the 
eastern shore of the Neleon river, and 
then that land will become the absolute 
property of the province without its build­
ing a single mile of railway.
