1 therefore, for going into foreign ground

in this great engineering project is simply
that of economics. There is no sentiment
about it; it is purely a matter of busi-
ness, a question of efficiency: to spend ten
millions to save 'a -hundred millions.

Thie great work, which has. been under
‘way for thirty-seven years, is almost fin-
ished, almost ready to' afford adequate
navigation in the straite for the enormous

{‘commerce of ‘the Great Lakes, a naviga-

tion ‘which is free and open to the world,
without hindrance ‘or tolls. The greatest
bengfite  aceruing from -this liberal expen-
diture -will-go;- af: -course;to the " United
Btates, whose lake ‘marine now forms a
‘double’ procession of heavily laden freight-
ers; liners and passenger steamers and is
one of the wonders of America.

Canada, in accepting the widened and
deepened chaniels, enjoys the same bene-

| fits to the full extent of her merchant

marine engaged in the upper and lower
lake traffic. The waters of greatest value
to her shipping are Lake Superior, Geor-
gian'Bay, Lake Ontario and the 8t.
