Disraeli addressed an immense Conserva- 
t ve meeting in Manchester last eveningi 
in which he earnestly defended tho Mon 
archy. To the Throne, he said, must 

^ be ascribed the blessings which Eoglishmen 
enjoy. The Sovereign does exercise a real 
influence. The monarchy was an institu­
tion around which in peril and adversity 
the people can rally.
