The Scandal Case.

The charges McMullen has made
against the Government are still the
topic of general conversation. The
leading supporters of the Government
in this city have been in close consul-
tation with Tilley and Tupper, but no-
thing has come ont that throws any
light on the compromising letters and
telegrams. The tone assamed by gen-
tlemen who come from interviews with
the Ministers is that the Govcrnment
will be able to show that the charges
against them are false, and that the

| money contributed for election purposes

by Sir Hugh Allan was not contributed
in consequence of any agreement, but
simply in his character of a wealthy
supporter anxious for their success—
the mouey being spent for legitimate
election expenses. Neither of the Min-
isters have acknowledged having known

| anything of the matter at all. They, at

least, got no money for «lection ‘purpos-
es in their own Provinces. As we ex-
pected, Sir Franeis Hincks has given a
most unequivocal denial to the charge
of direct bribety so plainly made
against him by George Washington
McMullen. Can anyone hesitate which
to believe, the characterless adventurer
or, the honored statesman? This Mc-
Mullen unblushingly reiterates his
charges against the Montreal Gazeile.
Can anyone hesitate which to believe —
the unsupported assertion of McMullen
or the statements of Mr. White, Hon.
J. J. C, Abbott, and Sir Hugh Allan?
If McMullen testified falsely in these two
particulars, what weight should his
word have in other particulars? It will
require more than the assertion of this
disappointed adventurer to convince
the people of Canada that Sir Francis
Hincks was bribed, and his assertion
is all the evidenee yet produced.

We have not yet seen a tittle of evi-
dence to prove that the money contrib-
uted by Sir Hugh Allan to the election
fund . was given in consequence of any
agreement with the Government in re-
spect to the Pacific Railway charter
There is nothing but McMullen's state-
ments that Sir Hugh told him so, and
what is that worth? Senator Foster,
in his confirmatory card, does not say
that he kmows Mr, McMullen’s state-
ments to be true,—does not say he saw.
the alleged agreement,—does not say
any member of the Government ever
acknowledged it to be in existence:le
simply says that he had been made
aware of the corrupt nature of the trans-
action all along. By whom had he been
made aware of these things?
By McMullen, of course, the very man
who appeals to him now for the confir-

testimony worth.

If any one imagines that McMullen is
acting on his own account. and not as
the paid tool of the Opposition leaders,
the following from a Montreal despatch
sent the evening before McMullen’s let-
ter appeared will undeceive him:

McMullen, of Pacific notoriety, has for
several afternoons past been closeted
with Messrs. Dorion, Laflamme and Hol-
ton, in a room taken for the purpose.
He left on the western train to-night.
Mr. Holton being charged to see him off,
which he did with the warmest manifes-
tations of affection.

It was at this conference that the
fragments of circumstantial document-
ary evidence were skilfully strung to-
gether on the unscrupalous cord of as-
sertion furnished by McMullen. If the
evidence was plainly overwhelming
why did it need so much cooking?
there is any farther testimony in their
possession, why is it not produced? Do
men, conscious of a clear case, conduct
it in so mysterious a manner? Why
give the public fragments of testimony
if in possession of connected evidence?
This may be statecraft, political policy,
or something above and beyond the
common honesty that exposes wrong
doing, for all we know, but it is certain-
ly notstraightforward. We don’t know
what evidence there is to produce,
nor what confirmation may be given to
what has been produced. We merely
point out the worthlessness of much that
has awakened great excitement, and the
reasons we see for declining to accept it
until after the matter has been invesui-
gated.

If any of our readers thought our
remarks on this species of carrion,
Saturday, were too strong, or had any
doubt about the propriety of their ap-
plication to the Moncton muddle, they
must change their minds now. Yester-
day the Reverend Mr. Walker posted
notices on the church that he would
preach therein at 11 and 3 o'clock.

Those who listened to
the “strong” language used during the
last church quarrel in St. John can im-
agine about how “strong” the angry
warden’s lahguagé was at the door of
the parish church at Moncton yesterday.
The spirit in which “the gathering dis-
cussed the matter” was, doubtless, high-
ly devout! :

This is ‘noét a question of High
Church or Low Church, but simply of
common decency. 1Is'it, decent for Mr.
Walker to ebtrude himself on a people
by whom he is despised and rejected?
Is it not outrag'ecus,unmanly,blusphem-
ous? Should not every specimen of
clerical carrion thus caught clinging to.
church carcasses be contemptuously
sneered out of respectable society?

The Anchor Line’p'l.ut Acquisition.

On the 27th ult. there was launched
from the shipbuilding yard of Messrs.
John Elder & Co., Fairfield Govan, an
iron screw steamer of 2750 tons gross
and 400 horse power, nominal, and of the
following dimensions: Length, 360 feet;
breadth, 35 feet; depth, 30 feet, 7 inches.
This vessel has been designed and con-
structed for the Glasgow and New York
service of the Anchor Line Steamship
Company. The equipment of the ship
will be most complete, her internal de-
partments, state rooms, etc., being
elegantly furnished. Accommodation is
provided for 100 first class, 40 second
class and 500 steerage passengers. Ex-
tensive accommodation is also provided
for the officers and crew. All the
deck houses and companions are built of
iron and rivetted to the hull of the vessel.
A novelty in the method of fixing the sig-
nal lamps has been adopted in this vessel.
Two strong iron' lighthouses are fitted
immediately forward of the foremast rig-
ging by means of which the lamps canbe
trimmed from the inside with safety with
out interfering with the light, which is
the case when the lamp has to be remov-
ed for trimming or replaced by another
lamp, thereby lessening the risk of colli-
sion at sea. A number of powerful steam
winches are fitting for the purpose of
loading and discharging the vessel. This
vessel is to be fitted with steam steering
gear which will be worked in a wheel
house on the top of bridge amidships.
The engines of this vessel are being con-
structed by the Finneeston Steamship
Company, and are to be on the compound
principle. The vessel was named the
Elysia and will be another fine addition
to the already large and magnificeat fleet
of steamships owned by the Anchor Line
Company.

Wind and weather permitting there
will sail from this port this afternoon
one of the finest ships built in St. John
for some time. The Lizzie C. Troop is
owned by Messrs. Troop & Son, and will,
on her first voyage to Liverpool be com-
manded by Captain Fritz, the Commo-
doreof this firm’s fleet. On her arrival
at Liverpool Capt. Corning will take
command, and prodceced with her to the
East, for which trade she is built. Named
after the fair Jaughter of the senior part-
ner of the firm, the builders have en-
deavored to make her in every way
worthy of the name.. She was built in
King’s shipyard, Courtenay Bay, under
the immediate superintendence of
Howard D. Troop, Esquire. The
ship is 1391 tons measurement, and
will carry between six and seven hundred
standard of lumber. The cabins and
staterooms are deserving of special men-
tion, being, perhaps, the handsomest ever
built in St. John. - They are airy and spa-
cious, and furnished in the best style.
From the fore-cabin the chief officer’s
rooms open, as well as the storeroom and
pantry. The pantry is finished entirely
with hardwood, which is nicely polished.
The cabin itself is painted, and the farni-
ture, consisting of dining tables and set-
tees, is of walnut. These settees are
made with reversible backs, and after a
The after
cabin is finished in the best style and
presents an elegant appearance. Four
kinds of wood enter into the finishing,

all of which are their natural color, only |

being highly polished and varnished.
Ash, walnut, whitewood and chestnut are
the four varieties, which have been artis-
tically arranged by Mr. Sulis, who finish-
ed the cabin, and is properly proud of his
work. The captain’s cabin behind this
is also a large airy room,.and is furnished
with Brassells carpet, iron bedstead, and
everything necessary for his comfort.
The fore cabin is also furnished with
Brassells carpet, and on each side is an
upholstered crimson settee. The carpets
have been supplied and the upholstering
done by Messrs. Sheraton, Son & Skinner.
