Registered Letter Bags Rifled but Larée
Sum in Bank Notes Overlooked--Re-
ward of $#,500 is Offered

(Special to The Daijly News)

Kamloops, May 9.—A daring hold-up
of the west bound C. P. R. passenger
train occurred at 11.30 last night some
16 miles east of Kamloops, and fcur miles
west of Ducks’ station.

All the robbers got was some register-
ed mail which they carried off with
them.

A combined reward of $11,500 is offer-
ed for the apprehension of the two men
who held the train up.

At the time the hold-up was carried
out the passenger ‘train in charge of
conductor Elliott and with J. Callan,
engineer, and A. Ratcliffe, fireman, all
of Revelstoke, was running along -at
about 15 miles an hour,

Suddenly two masked men climbed
over the tender and entering the engine
cab together told the enginser, “We're
here to hold up -this train,”  Callan
took the matter as a joke and made an
off-hand reply, but after the train had
run nearly a mile the robbers tapped the
engineer and fireman on the shoulder,
saying: “Here is where we stop.”

On looking around the trainmen found
themselves covered by revolvers in the
hands of the masked robbers, and realiz-
ing that the robbers meant business, the
engineer slowed down-the train. When
a stop was finally made, a third man,
also masked, climbed up into the engine
bringing with him a sack containing
dynamite. a

At the muzzle of a revolver the fire-
man was forced to uneoupls the mail ear

from the rest of the train, and all getting_

on board, the engineer was directed to
pull the car some distance up the track.
Then the three robbers made the engi-
neer and fireman go back with them to
the car. The clerk in charge was com-
manded to open the car door, and this
being done one of the robbers proceed-
ed to go through the mail, while the
other two stood guard outside and held
up the engine crew and the postal clerk.

The robbers weré evidéntly kéenly
disappointed in not finding some express
matter which they evidently were on the
lookout for. ‘The old style-of car ecom-
bining both mail and express was no
doubt what the robbers expected, but as
only the first car was cut off all they
could get was mail matter. « They went
through this and sorted out all the reg-
istered mail. -

By this time a number of passengers
had become aroused and were' looking
out of the car windows. They premptly
withdrew, however, on  being Warned
by the robbers that it was not healthy
for _them to watch what was going On.

Alter getting the registered mail the
robbers coolly bade the- engineer and
fireman good night; told them to take
good care of themselves and départed.
While,on the mail ¢ar the roebbers who
were a well dressed trio, talked freely
all the time. :

The place where the hold-up  took
place is open country -and - the bright
moonlight made “the night almost as
light as noontide. - That the robbers had
carefully planned their work is evidgnc-
ed by the fact of having a confederate
stationed at the place -seleéted  in ad-
vance of the task. ‘In-all probability the
three men had horses at hand and must
be thoroughly acquainted with the' sur-
rounding country to hope to'get away.

The alarm was given as soon as the
train arrived at Kamloops. At 2 o'clock
this morning a special engine and ca-
boose were rushed up the lne Wwith en-

The most amazing feature of the affair
is that the robbers overlooked $20,000
in small bank notes and gold, contained
in several packages and piled on the
shelf in the car. The chief robber look-
ed at these packages but they were S0
carelessly piled that he did not even in-
quire about them.

The robbers are undobtedly the men
who robbed the C. P. R. train between
Mission Junction and Vancouver on
September 2, 1904. The mask fell off
the oldest man’s face, and showed him
to be about 50 years of age, and mail
clerk Thorburn, who was in the former
holdup recognized him as the same man.
Thorburn has been shown pictures of
Bill Miner, the desperado who was blam-
ed  for the first job, and declares that
this man is certainly Miner.

HELD UP IN C.P.R. YARDS

CONDUCTOR. NELSON AND BRAKK-
MAN CONNORS' WATCHES TAKEN

NO CLUER TO THE HIGHWAYMEN—
THOUGHT THEY HAD JUST ARRLVED

(From Sunday’s Daily.)

Crimes of violence are happily rare n
Nelson, and it is not often necessary to
record instances of robbery in or near the
city by force or otherwise.

The first of such cases for many years
occurred in the C.P.R. yards yesterday
morning at 1:20, the victims being condue-
tor Nelson and brakeman Connors of a
freight train which had just come in from
Castlegar. .

Nelson left the car first and had taken
only a few steps in the dark lane between
two long lines of freight cars, when he
‘was stopped by two men, one of whom pre-
sented a revolver in his face and told him
to put up his hands. Having no means
of resisting Nelson' obeyed .as soon as he
saw that the affair was Serious. One OI
his assailants kept him covered- with the
revolver, while the other proceeded to
search his pockets..

He had just been relieved of his waten,
chain and a locket, when Connors came
from the car# Seeing the three figures he
asked jovially “What's this; a holdup?'*
His reply came quitkly: ‘“You're tdo fresn,
young fellew,’ and he was told to put up
his hands, the order being obeyed by a
sigriificant move of the revolver already
in sight.

At this point Nelson saw his opportunity
and ran. Ope of the highwaymen made &
move te draw a gun but was told by his
companion:- “‘Dont = shoot; *let “him go0-
Netson had $50 in bills in his pocket, whic
the holdup men didn’t get. . -
.~Meantime Connors was searched and his
watch and chain and a “dollar bill were
taken, The highway men then ordered him
to move along and keép quiet. They im-
mediately disappeared in the opposite di-
rection.
