The operators, by a pre-arrang-
od plan, notified the miners’ committee
for the eentral competitive fleld of
their acceptance of Dr. Garfield’s plan
of the 14 per cent, increase.

This the mine workers promptly vot-
ed down. In turn, the miners put for-
ward a counter-proposal: that Secre-
tary Wilson's suggestion for a 31 m‘
per cent. wage increase be granted,,
and this the operators flatly refused.
For the third time the operators re-
newed their formal offer of arbitration,
and this the miners voted down.

“The operators are pretending to ac-
cept Dr, Garfield’s proposal,” Mr, Lewis
said, “but as they do it they state they
are unable to operate many of their
mines under it. It would be foolish for
us to attempt to make an agreement
unléss miners are to be given work.”
