i HOMAS FLETCHER MORRISON, a member of the Leorxsla,twe Councll of Nova Scotla,
T was born at Londonderry, N.S, on the 22nd of February, 1808, bemv a son of Joseph '
* Morrison, & native of the same place, and Isabella Fletcher. * He is a grandson of ‘John Mor— ¢
rison, who removed to Nova Scotia from southern New Hampshire in 1760, and who was a ’
grandson of John Morison (following the old family spelling), who emigrated from Ireland
about 1720, and settled in Londonderry, N.S., and died in 1736, aged 108 years! The farm -
on which this pioneer settled, located in Rockmgham county, N.H., was called “Derry Dock,”
and still retains that name. The settlers in Londonderry were the first persons to’ introduce
the Irish potatoes into that part of New England. The Morisons, a few generations ago, were
noted for their longevity ; Jobn Morison dymg, as' we have stated, at 108 years of age ; his son
John, (great-grandfather of our subject) at 98 years: and his grandson John (Thomas’ grand-
father), in Nova Scotia, in 1816, in his 91st year. The last named settled at Truro at first, and .
seven or eight years later removed to Londonderry, where his remains lie. He represented the -
township of Londonderry in the Nova Scotia legislature for seven years being the hrst member
from that place. Legislators, in those days had no pay for their services. -~ . . ™
The Morisons, as the name would indicate, were ormna.lly from Scotland; and went to
Treland about the time William of Orange drove James II. out of ]:.ngland a.nd the latter was ~
striving to get, back on the throne, a little léss than 200 years ago. et
Our subject had very little schooling in his youth, being largely self-taught ‘mastering
navigation by priv ate study, and afterwards teaching it in the same way to. others. One
winter he taught a public school, but never intended to make teaching his profession. He was
in the coasting trade for more than a quarter of a century, being a successful master mariner

lature, establisKing voting by ballot at electxons He was appointed to the Legislative Council
on the 5th of January, 1876. o
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
