BURNABY (CUP) - It took
the reality of a strike and a
repressive administration strike
policy to do it, but Simon Fraser
University teaching assistants
are attempting to unionize.

Fifty of them met September
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14 to announce they had ob-
tained a union charter from the
Association of University and
College Employees (AUCE).
They also adopted a position
paper which supports the cam-
pus’ striking mechanical

trades workers and denounces
President Pauline Jewett's strike
policy.

The workers struck on
September 8 after summer-long
negotiations for a shorter work
week and parity with workers at
the University of British Colum-

bia failed. In the midst of these
negotiations Jewettannounced a
policy which in part threatens
SFU'’s non-unionized faculty “or
other members of instructional
staff’ with disciplinary action if
they fail to cross picket lines.
Resolving not to “find
ourselves in an unprotected
position with respect to future
labor disputes with the universi-
ty,” the teaching assistants em-

barked on a two month
membership drive in a certifica-
tion bid as Local 6 of AUCE.
