An examination of accounts for relief supplies from your Indency

shows that charges were made therein since May for relief fur-

nished Mrs. Laforce. The fact was not observed when the account

came in and these charges were paid. The woman should not re-

oeive any further relief supplies, and you should inform Mr.

Legault that the Department will not pay for provisions for
