Uuntil & few weeks ago styled the
Right Reverend Bishop of Delaware,
one of the most intellectual and
beloved members of the house of
Bishops of the Protestant E piscopal
denomination in the United States,
with & etring of degrees appended to

' Bishopstead” for his residence,
with a whole State for his diocese
today, a simple Catholic layman,

WAS NOT DEPOBED

The request for resignation and
| deposition remained unanswered for
some months, that is, until the
| general coavention met at Detroit in

today lu\u the unusual position of
being, in the eyes of the Church, a
| Catholic layman ; but in Episcopal
