Harbour Grace, Newfoundland, Nov. 4, 1773,
To the Rev, John Wesley.

Rev. Sir,—] bless God, my poor labours in
this land have been sttended with some little
success ; some preciou'n souls are gone to glory,
and a few more are walking in the fear of the
Lord, and in the comforts of the Lioly Ghost.

1 am now in the seventh year of my servitude
as & missionary, at the end of which I hope to
return to Eogland. Could I travel up and down
in this land, so as to be useful any looger, I
would gladly stay ; but as I cannot, except by
water, io small bouts, | am fot able to stand it.
I am, and do econfess mysell, & Methodist.
The name I love, and bope I ever shall. The
plan which you first taugbt me, I have followed
as to doctrine and discipline. Our married men
meet apart once & week : and the married women
do the same. - This bas given great offence; so
that repeated complainis have been made to the
Governor. But truth is mighty, and will pre-
vail.

In winter I go from house to house, and ex-
pound some part of God's word. This bas also
given great offence, “ but God is above men,
devils and sin.” The society,® I make no doubt
have many complaints against me ; but in this
I shall commit all to God, for I am conscious to
myself, that what I do is for the glory of Gud,
