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Mr. Jordan, by leave, presented a Petition from James Moran and David Vaughan,
Esquires, and eighty nine others, of the City and County of Saint John, praying that
the Road leading from the said City to Quaco may be established as one of the Great
Roads ; which he read. : '

Mr. Jordan moved for leave to bring in 2 Bill to establish the Road leading from
the City of Saint John to Quaco, in the Parish of Saint Martins, in the County of
Saint John, as one of the Great Roads. :

Leave granted.

The said Bill being brought in was read a first time.

On motion of Mr. Partelow, .

The House went into Committee of the whole. on a Bill to incorporate sundry
persons by the name of the Globe Assurance Company.
