A GREAT FARMERS' MOVEMENT

The converntion of the United Farm-
ers of Onftario, held in Toronto last
week, was probably the mobst repre-
sentative body of .the kind that has
assembled in this city for many years.
The delegates came from all parts of |

Its advantages for railroad use
have been fully set fort,h -by John
E. Muhlfield of the Ameﬂcm Soc-
iety. of - Mechanical  Engineers. A
railroad’s fuel ¢ost comes next to its
labor cost. Mr. Muhlfield shows that
by burning powdered coal, the roads
could save from- 20 to 40 per-cent of
the total heat valué -of the fuel con-
sumed, and increase the eficiency of
the boilers 10 to 15 per-cent. And
the powdered fuel would cost them
considerably 'less per ton than the
coal they now mse. It has other ad-
vantages too, involving an enormous
saving. 5

Of the $300,000,000 now paid for
locomotive fuel, nearly $100,000,000
represents fuel burned in firing wup,
maintaing fires when the engines are
standing idle, cleaning tho grates,
ete. As the burning of powdered cual
is almost instantaneous, there‘'is lit-
tle waste of this sort. A locomotive
can b: fired up in one hour. When
it is standing the consumption of fuel
stops, like the consumption of gas-
oline in an automobile. It takes less
than half as much pulverized coal to
fire up as it does lump coal. There
are no smoke, no cinders, no soot,
no sparks.
