In speaking about the op-
erations on the New St. Elmo property
vesterday Mr. Newell said: “The plant
for the New St. Elmo, which was order-
ed about five months ago, has now been
installed and is ready for operation as
won as the electric power is available. I
dosed a contract today with the West
Kootenay Power and Light company and
the poles are now being put up and with-
in a very short time the machinery will
be in motion. There is a very good
showing of ore in the preperty, but it is
of rather a low grade. We have been
operating it by hand hitherto and the
work has, therefore, been &low.  With
the five-drill eompressor in' opération the
work will be pushed along faster. We:be-
lieve that we can make a mine of the
New St. Elmo.
