Hamilton, Mr Alguire met him in
the parler und after a brief exami a-
tion his condition was prononnced
serious and he was induced to lie
down on a couch. He lived only a
tew minntes, his death being due to
an apoplectic s:roke.

Mr Alguire was the eldest son of the
late Harmonious Alguire, in his dav a
leading citizen of this place. He was
born .Nov. 5th, 1840. and his whole
lifée hal been spent in Athens and
vicinity. Leading a life of Jeisure. he
was able to devote considerable tim= to
public aflairs and rerved at the
councii bosnrd for many years He
filled the office of waiden of the
united conntier ably and well. Tt was
perhaps »8 a member of the high
schuol board that he rendered his
greatest public r~eryice. He recoc-
nizet fully th- importan.e of higher
education to the children of the com-
munity and ¢ndeavored in every way
po sible to ndvauce the interests of the
school.

As Division Court Clerk here, in
succession to his brother, he gave
valued service, and throngh his wise

Of a social friend!v disposition, he
found membership in the Muasonic
Lodge verv congenial to his nature
and wus 10r nany years a faithful and
enthusinstic memb r of the fraternity.

In pointies, Mr Aigunire was a strong
Liberal and as vice-president ftor
Athens was u pillar of strength to the
party in both village and township.

Unswerving in his devotion to what
he esteemed to be right, Mr Alguire
held the esteem and respect of the
people in a pre-eminent degree. In
religion he was = liberal supporter of
the Methodist church and ar the time
of his decesse was a member of the
trustee board.

He is survived by his wife (nee
Laura Judd of Mallorytown) and one
sister, Mrs Lvdia Phillips, and to
these the heartfelt sympathy of all is
extended in their sudden and sore
bereavewent.
