Dear Advocate.
The scion li dragging along lie 

weary length. Long-winded orator» 
have carried out moat successfully 
tlioir design of prolonging the session, 
and we vety much fear that unless the 
silling of the Legislature Is prolonged 
atcouaidèrable expense lo lbs country, 
much of the business which should 
legitimately come before the House, 
will have lo He over for twelve mouths, 
thus causing to parlies seeking legis­
lation on matters of public Interest, 
tnnch Inconvenience and perhaps seri­
ous loss. This may be called legis­
lation, hut It Is of that class which 
does not tend to advance (ho general 
Interests of the country, for wo con­
tend lhat forty days Is ample Unto to 
iransnot the business, and If certain 
members, hy their long winded decla­
mations choose to iinneocssarily ex­
tend the session beyond Hint time, 
surit conduct is not what the people 
expect from tholr representatives.— 
Then, we have also noticed, that 
when tho time of the session is llius 
taken up, lhat at the close, hurry and 
bnstle is the order of tho day, hills 
are rushed through with undue basic, 
and were it not that euch hills 
could not become law until brought 
under the scrutiny of the Upper 
Branch, unwise legislation would 
sometimes be the result. Considera­
ble discussion took place during the 
passage of Supply, the Opposition un­
furling their standard and led on hy 
the Iron-throated member 'for West­
morland, and the lion of the North, 
made an onslaught Into tho Govern­
ment ranks, but with no serious re­
sult. Mr. Hanington particularly dis­
tinguished liimsell as ait exleneionlst. 
He seemed for the time to lake the 
lead of the Opposition, as he made his 
thrusts at hou. gentlemen who had per­
formed services for Ihe country, and 
had been paid for Ihe same, 'trying 
most ineffectually lo make It appear 
that the money so received wasabribe 
I rom tho Government to gain support. 
As a tedions and long-e hided debater 
lie has notait equal In the Assembly. 
The attack was generally directed 
against Mr. Lindsay, ol Carlelon, who 
received a commission for superin­
tending the building of a bridgs 'm 
Carlelon County; Mr. Tiboilts, for 
supplying lumber toti.u Danish set­
tlers in Hellerupf, Victoria County, for 
erection ot houses; Mr. Phillips for 
receiving 8203 tor Inspecting log 
hBusea built for emigrants In the Bab 
moral Settlement, Restlgouche; and 
Mr. N<pler,*fdrtho alleged appropria­
tion of bye road monies entrusted to 
him. The investigation of those sums 
has cost the Province considerable 
money. Of oonrse, we do not attempt 
to deny tho right of any representa­
tive to search into any matter which 
looks suspicions; hnt what we do 
argue Is, that for the mere vanity of 
making a “ spread," it was scarcely 
necessary that days should be occu­
pied In hammering away at these 
amounts, reiterating day after day 
statements which had been propound­
ed again and again, and with long- 
winded utterances lo boro the house 
and squander away in a ruthless man­
ner Ihe valuable time of the country*. 
Making a rough estimate, we are of 
the opinion that Mr. flaniitgtou has 
occupied about one third of the session, 
and must candidlyadmlttlmt it would 
have been much more to his credit, 
and a saving to the country, had that 
gentleman learned a low lessons in the 
art of condensation. Mr. Gough and 
others of opposition argued that it 
was not the persons merely that they 
were aiming at, but the principle in­
volved In the payment of monies to 
members of the Legislature which 
ought lawfully to he paid to officers 
who were sworn to do their duty, and 
to give bouda for the faithful expendi­
ture of the public monies outrustod to 
their keeping. The principle contend­
ed for is no doubt a good one, and 
ought to ho uphold when practicable, 
hnt cases of emergency may arise 
when it may be found necessary to 
entrust the representatives of the i>co- 
ple with monies to pay over to parties 
who may contract for the construction 
of some bridge or other public work 
which may bo argoully needed. And 
we must say that If men In whom the 
constituencies have expressed confi­
dence, are not to bo trusted hy the 
Government with the carrying of 
monies le supervisors or commission­
ers, then we mast say that public 
honor is at a very low ebb.

It lias been the custom at the public 
offices for many yoare, that when a 
member stated that either by the writ­
ten or verbal order of any party en­
titled to a warrant, ho was authorized 
to take iho money to tho parly, the 
Receiver General and heads of depart­
ments would invariably pay him the 
money, time accommodating the party 
reoeiving it, and In many cases saving 

vlnce a quarter per cent, whichthe Province a 
would have to be paid 
warrant cashed lit rural districts. 
Money has also frequently been ad­
vanced to a member to lake to his con­
stituents, even though lie had no order 
upon his stating that It would ho a 
convenience for him to do so. And 
we may sav that In doing this, no fa­
vouritism has ever been shewn to one 
member over another, but Govern­
ment and Opposition supporters have 
been treated fairly and squarely.

But what wrong has the Government 
done. We fail lo see it. They have 
only carried out a precedent which lias 
been established lor years past, and 
which we believe the members of tho 
Opposition, had they the power, would 
also carry ont. The Vitrification Bill 
was passed in the Legislature of 1868, 
and we believe was introduced by Mr. 
Willlston. By this bill a number of 
persons holding office under tho Gov­
ernment were disqualified trom hold­
ing scats In the Assembly. An cflort 
was made at that time lo carry out tho 
very principle uow contended for by 
eertaiu members, hy adding as an 
amendment to Ihe latscctiou, “ And 

“ sere that have toaccount for the 
li lure of public money»."' This

Wo 
that litis uontleinan, who does not be­
lieve In tuo principle of monies being 
paid to members hy Ihe Governmeni, 
himself received In 1872 two sunt» lor 
investigating and re|iortlng upon an 
application of parties for the purchase 
ol a tract of lend In Douglas Valley, 
ami for examining and reportlug main 
the stale ol Grlatross Canal. These 
*wo sum» only amounted to $60, hut 
.ho principle Involved is the same. 
Mr. Covert also received $660 for ser­
vices ilium a delegation to Canada in 
1872; and lit looking over the Report 
of Public Account» lor 1872, wo find 
that this same conscient ions but silent 
voter handled live roads monies to the 
amount of $681.86. These amounts 
may or may nol have been accounted 
for, hut Mr. Covert received the 
mottles, involving a principle which 
lie now says hy lift vote is at variance 
with Ihe Independence of members, 
and will lead to political chicanery. 
Mr. Covert's sudden conversion over 
to llio Opposition Is no doubt owing 
to the fact that Mr. Tibbitts, the mem­
ber for Victoria, was taken Into the 
Government,In preference to himself. 
Mr. M'Phcrsott Is another of the con­
scientious princlplelsts who figured 
among the fifteen. This gentleman, 
who Is such a stickler for the moral 
standing of the Executive, and who 
Is so much against handling the pub­
lic monies, also received two different 
amounts of llio bye lloid monies for 
York in 1872 ami 1873 and so we 
might go on enumerating and charg­
ing, proving conclusively the hollow­
ness and Inconalstimcy of the charges 
trumped up hy the Opposition against 
those who give a fair support lo the 
Government. The whole of the dis­
cussion proved, after all,only a" tem­
pest In a lea pot," and the man who 
could not sec through the flimsy veil 
which only partially exposed (lib real 
designs of tb' "f, " <W%rs, must ho 
as blind.' ... To use a slang
phrase V.",J whole procedure was "too 
thin." If Mr. Gough was so very 
anxious to carry out a principle which 
he contends wonld do so much to ele­
vate llio tone of the Legislature why 
In tho name of common sense, did he 
not giye hie support to a hill in- 
trodneed during the session of 1872 
by Mr. Wedderhnrn. This bill, wo 
understand was to llio effect lhat no 
person In the pay of the - Dominion 
Government, or holding office tinder 
the same, should be eligible to be­
come a Candidate tor the Assembly. 
Of coarse It may be argued lhat Ibis 
bill did nol refer at all to the Local 
Government, but we contend that the 
principle involved la tho same, the 
object of the hill being to keep out of 
the Legislature all persons In the 
employ of Ihe General Gov t, who 
might thereby ho influenced to deal 
adversely with the interests of this 
Province should any question arise 
npon which tho two Governments 
could not agree. What do we find. 
Why Mr. Gonglt voting Ihe three 
month’s hoist, together with Messrs. 
M'Pherson, Blanchard, Montgomery 
and Landry, members ol the Opposi­
tion. And after having done this, 
these same nteu have the hardihood to 
prate about “ principle" and the cor­
rupt practices that have prevailed for 
years past. To those who do not 
know the gentlemen, their declama­
tions on this particular point may 
carry eome weight, hut vice versa. 
Your correspondent telegraphed you 
on Tuesday oveniug of what ihe 
probable result of the vote would be 
un the “Want of Confidence" reso­
lutions, for by no other name can they 
he called. Yon will see that we wore 
correct In onr calculations. Mr. 
Gonglt did not speak with his usual 
vim; the truth was ho had a weak 
case to handle, and what he lacked in 
argument he made tip in personal at­
tacks. He certainly did not gain any 
friends by the uncalled for attack 
made upon Mr. Donald, of Charlotte. 
That gentleman, It appears, when he 
returned homo from his legislative 
duties last session found his lamily 
attacked by that dread disease small 
pox, eight being down atone time.

This cause 
occupied the Court for the greater part of 
two days. The witnesses, sixteen in number 
were French, ten of whom were males, and 
six females, thirteen were examined through 
an interpreter, which protracted the pH* 
ceedlngs very much. The pause throughout 
was ably contested by the counsel on either 
side. The ftther ot the PI. allowed him to 
go and work from home, and with an under­
standing that whatever ho earned he was to 
have the benefit ot ; that he worked with 
Mrs. Seflroy, and with the approbation of 
her husband, who wna working IVora homo 
at the time. She delivered the cow to the 
PL in payment of his wages $20, and for 
some hay, and Which bargain the husband, 
John Selroy, subsequently ratified. That 
the PL pyt the initials of his name on the 
the horn, when he took the cow away. One 
Prime Doucett, a Constable, accompanied

by one Win. MTntosh look the cow wnd 
lo tire poweewion ot the Def., Ro­

main, they alleging that they bad an execu­
tion at the suit of M'lutonh against the said 
John Heiroy. While In the jiosseiaion ul 
the Def., Romain, the Pi. demanded the cow 
from him, and the other Del., Oliver, who 
rutused to deliver her up, uml resisted the 
PI. taking her out of the barn, the cow being 
in the bam at the time. The PI. was accom­
panied at the time by a Deputy Sheriff, 
with a writ of Replevin, but was unable to 
obtain her through the resistance of the 
Deft. A good deal of evidence was adduced 
♦o show that the Deft, demanded the Depu- 
ty'H authority lor taking the cow, which was 
on the other hand contradicted by the Deputy 
and other testimony, but that the Deputy 
showed his authority. The main ground ol 
defence that the cow was taken by the Con­
stable under an execution against the said 
John Scfroy, founded on a judgment ob­
tained by M'Intosh against him previous 
to the sale to the Plaintiff, and was levied 
upon and sold, which detenee the Deft, failed 
to establish ; in fact, It did not appear that 
M‘intobh ever had a judgment or exe­
cution out of a Justices or other Court, and 
neither Prime Doucctt, the Constable or 
M’Intosh appeared at tho trial. The Jury 
found a verdict for the Plaintff of £5 2< 6d.

The Queen vs Joseph Landry. The pri­
soner wss next tried on the indictment 
found against him for stealing a quantity of 
tea from the establishment of Wm.Fruing A 
Co. The indictment contained three counts 
in larceny. The prisoner pleaded not 
guilty, aud was defended by Mr. M’Mmus. 
The prosecution was conducted by Mr. 
DesBrieay, Clerk of the County Court. The 
evidence on the part of the Crown established 
the case conclusively against the prisoner, 
but suspicion was thrown upon one of the 
witnesses as to the credit that the Juiy 
should give to his testin' ->w. as it appeared 
that when the tea had l Jkïï , the 
witness, wag Dot present, but when the 
prisoner t;ecreted the tea afterwards under 
the floor of a building the prisoner was pre­
sent, and held the candle, and subsequently 
received from the prisoner one and a haif 
pound of tea, but whether a part of the 
stolen tea or nol did not appear. His credi­
bility was submitted to the consideration ot 
the Jury, but even supposing that lie was 
aware of the larceny, and would be liable as 
an accessory niter the fact, would not take 
away the guilt from the prisoner, ns there 
wna sufficient corroborative evidence, as 
would warrant tho Jury in convicting the 
prisoner. The Jury found the prisoner 
guilty with a recommendation to mercy.— 
The Judge sentenced the prisoner to Provin­
cial Penitentiary for twelve calendar 
months, and directed thé restitution of the 
property to the prosecutors

The Queen at the instance of the Overseers 
ol the Poor oi Caraquet vs. James Symonds. 
Bastardv. This cause wa called on, 
and neither Overseers of the Poor, nor the 
female witness appeared and the Def. was 
discharged from his recognizance.

Bestigouche County Court,
This Court was held on Tuesday the 24th of

March last, before Judge Willlston. But
one Civil Cause was entered and tried, viz :
George Willet va. John A. Watt, Captain 

of the schooner Ida. Special action of As­
sumpsit for the non-delivery of a Puncheon 
of Mol asses. Plea General Issue. The PL, 
h trader in Dalhousie, was sworn and exam­
ined, and proved that ho purchased the mo­
lasses from the Def., aud paid him $20 down 
and gave his note for the balance payable 
some short time afterwards, and that Def. 
agreed to leave the molasses at Mr. Moffat’s 
store for the PL; that the purchase was 
made in the evening, and during the night 
the Del. left Dalhousie in his schooner; that 
three or four days afterwards the PL went 
for the molasses at Mr. Moffat’s store, and 
the molasses were no where to be found ; that 
PL paid the balance of the price to the Def’s 
agent who held the note, but never received 
the molasses, and claimed the price of the 
molasses in this action, $52.82. No special 
damage was alleged or proved. The Def. 
resides in Nova Scotia and was not present 
at the trial, nor had any witnesses, and the 
cause was heard on the evidence of the PL 
and the witnesses provided by him, which 
satisfied the Jury, who after a short deliber­
ation returned a verdict tor the PI. of $67.66, 
which included the interest on the amount 
since the purchase. Morse for PL, Barbarie 
for Def.

Dominion parliament.
By Telegraph to St. John Papers.

Ottawa, March 26.—The opening 
to-day was not attended by such 
crowds as usual, owing to the disa­
greeable weather and the tact that the 
principal ceremonies come off to-mor­
row.

At three o’clock His Excellency ar­
rived, and was conducted to the Sen­
ate with customary honors, when the 
Commons were summoned to his 
presence. Upon reaching the Senate 
tho President informed them that the 
Governor General could not explain 
reasons for calling them together un­
til they elected tho Speaker.

The Commons then returned, when 
Mr. Mackenzie very briefly nominated 
Mr. Anglin to the Speakership, which 
was seconded in French by Mr. Doriott 
and carried unanlioousiv. Upon 
being conducted to the chair, tho 
Speaker said ho would act with the 
strictest impartiality, and hoped both 
sides would help him.

N|r. Mackenzie moved an adjourn­
ment, when Sir John called attention

------ Speaker then informed Hi» Excellen­
cy that the choice of the House of Commons 
had fatten upon him to be their Speaker and 
he prayed for the members thereof the cus­
tomary mrlimentary privileges.

After which His Excellency was pleased 
to deliver the following

SPEECH ;
lion. Oentlemm of the Senate ;
Gentlemen o/ thf House of Commons :

I have convoked Parliament at the earliest 
possible moment consistent with the delay 
entailed by the recent dissolution.

Your attention will be invited during the 
present session to measures having reference 
to the representation of the people in Par­
liament, embracing the system now prevail­
ing in Great Britain, and in most other 
countries enjoying constitutional Govern­
ment, of taking votes by ballot, and to the 
establishment of a general Court of Appeals.

Measures will also be submitted to you for 
the amendment of the laws relating to con­
troverted elections, the militia, and insolven­
cy.

The enactment of 1872 respecting the 
Canadian Pacific Railway have failed to 
secure the prosecution of that great enter­
prise, you will be called upon to consider 
what plan will best and most speedily pro­
vide the means of trans-continental commu­
nication with British Columbia. •

A report ef the Chief Engineer will be laid 
before you, showing what progrès* was 
made during the past year in the survey» 
connected with the proposed line.

The destruction of the railway offices by 
fire involved a serious loss of maps and 
plans and papers, the possession of which 
would have made the report more complete.

The canal and harbor improvements are 
being vigorously prosecuted, with a view to 
ensure an equal accommodation for the 
rapidly growing trade of the country.

The report of the Chief Engineer of the 
Department of Public Works on the pro­
posed canal between the Gulf of St. Law­
rence and the Bay of Fmidy will be sub­
mitted for your consideration.

With the progress already made in the 
construction of the Intercolonial Railway 
another year will be required to complete it. 
A report indicating its actual condition will 
be laid before Parliament, and a measure 
will be introduced to vest in the Depart­
ment ol Public Works the powers now ex­
ercised by the Board of Railway Commis­
sioners.

The question of compensation due to the 
Dominion for tho fishery privileges conce­
ded to the United States by the treaty of 
Washington, tending to widen reciprocal 
trade relation with that country, at tne in­
stance of my Government the Imperial 
authorities nave given directions to the 
British Minister to discuss the whole sub­
ject with the Administration at Washington, 
and have associated with him for this pur­
pose a Canadian commissioner.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The accounts of the last financial year 
will be laid before you, as well as a state­
ment of the receipts and expenditure of the 
present year, to the latest practicable period.

I regret to state that the receipts of the 
current year will not be sufficient to meet 
the expenditure. It will, therefore, be 
necessary for you to consider the beet 
means to be adopted for making good the 
anticipated deficiency.

The estimate for the ensuing vear will be kid before you. They havebLn properod 
with as much regard to economy as is con­
sistent with the efficiency of the public

Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate —
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:—

The combined efforts of the Dominion 
and Provincial Governments to promote 
immigration have met with a reasonable 
measure of success, thus adding a consider­
able number of desirable persons from 
other countries to our industrial popu­
lation.

Notwithstanding the commercial depres- 
sion which, through exceptional causes, 
prevailed to some extent during the past 
year, it is satisfactory to know that the 
general prosperity was not thereby serious­
ly affected.

I do not doubt but that, as the great 
natural resources of the Dominion become 
more widely appreciated, the result» will be 
a healthy stimulus to the enterprise and 
energy of our people, and a still larger se­
cession to our numbers.

I trust that your deliberations maybe 
directed by wisdom and aided by Divine 
Providence.
